Not only 1o tlie Elders ot the Church

"He doesn't make love to her. Ills
mother arranges the match, and bis
future mother-in-la- w makes lve to
him. It is a sour courtship. Children
are formally engaged to other children
that they have never seen, at the tender
age ol !) or 10, am! after an engagement
oi 10 or is years ttiey get manieu."

"Does a Chinaman ever .marry his
cousin?" m

"No; a marriage of cousins was nev-
er heard of in. China. A man may no
more many uU cousin in China than
in England, he may marry his deceas d
wife a sister. ; You talk about vour old
families here;' aud your oldest families
are only five generations old. In Chiuv,
families are .seventy. live aud eighty
generations o'd, and every member has
a complete record of his ancestors tor
all these generations. The remotest
kinship prevenlsmarriage in China.
and if two families have the faintest
imaginable kinship nve generations
oat k their caiidren cannot marry."

"What are the most common families
in your country f"

"The Chens, the Wongs and the Lees
The Chens ate the Smiths of China.
the Wongs are the Jones, and the Lees
are the isrowns. A Mr. Chen would
marry a Miaa Wong, but he wouldu
uiarry a Miss Chen, l'erhaps that is
the reason the old folks make the
matches. It prevents the Chens from
falling in love with one another."
