STRONG-ARM ARTIST
WILLIAM DELANEY

Twice Tries Hold-Up Game,
Lands at Last Unconscious
In Jail.

Willlam Delaney's career of crime in
Salt Lake came to an abrupt end last
night when, after attempting to hold up
a member of Ellery's band, he tackled
Joseph Lyons, with the result that De-
laney was placed in an unconscious con-
dition behind the bars and Lyons is still
occupying a.cot in the emergency hos-
pital. 3

Last night Joseph Lyons, who came
from Idaho yesterday fo visit his moth-
er, was on his way home when, near the
corner of“First avenue and C street,
he was attacked by an assallant. The
thug struck Lyons a heavy blow, caus-
ing him to stagger backward, but as he
fell, Lyons gripped his assallant, and
the pair tumbled over the embankment
into an excavation at least 10 feet deep.
Both men were stunned but Lyons wos
the first to recover, and altough weak-
ened from the blow on the head and
the fail, he managed to crawl his way
to a nearby house. From there the
police were notified by telephone, and
Patrolman Griffin went out on the mo-
toreycle. He found the highwayman,
who later gave his name as William
Delaney, still lying in an unconscious
heap in the excavation. Both men were
removed (o the headquarters, where
Lyons was placed under the care of
Asst, City Physician Steele.

This afternoon two members of El-
lery’s band appeared at headquarters,
one of them with a story of having been
held up on Third West streoet, near the
Short Line depot, last night. He said
that he had been attacked by two men,
one of whom used the *“strong arm®
game, but when he had wrenched him-
.\fflx away and began ealling for halp,
first the pal fled and then. the other, The
musician’s description fitted Delaney
and when the lattér was brought inil;
_thp detective’s office, he was p‘nsitivvly
identified as the “strong arm' man.
