TJTAH STAKE CONFERENCE.

Qaaxierly Conferenco of I Utah
Stake, held in Provo City, com--
menclHe at- - lU.su am.. JNovember
29th, 1879.

Prenent Joeepb F. Bmlth, of the
tJaorum of the Twelve; llobert T.
Bur ten and Chas.,W. Penrose, of
Wait Liase Jlty; the Presidency and
many of the JBlahops of the Wards
of the Stake.

After the usual devotional exer
cises, President A. O. Bmoot intro-
duced the business of the Confer-
ence, expressing his pleasure that
the Apostles were prompted by the
Spirit of the Ixrd to visit the
wards of the Stake with a view of
awakening the people to their du-
ties, and anticipated good results
would attend their ministrations
amoDg the people.

The statistical report of the Stake
was then read, and the general and
local auth oil ties presented and sus-
tained by unanimous vote. '

Elder C W. Penrose addressed
the Conference, fie explained the
necessity of voting to sustain the
authorities of the Church, that the
voice of the people might be united
with the voice of God. All thingsin this Church, according to the
tevelatlons, were to be done bycommon consent.

Elder Robert T, Barton said:
The motive that should actuate the

The
speaker 4iere alluded to a section of
the Revelation on Celestial Marri-
age, Doc. and Cov., page 426, verse

Blnner would necessarily lead him
from the path or rectitude to that
extent, that he would become so
degraded and debased that mercy
could not be extended and the eter-
nal justice of God would be execut-
ed against him in punishments
adequate to the offense. .

late travels In connection with
other brethren "to, many of the
Wards of the Stakes of Zlon. ex
pressing the pleasure experienced
in observing the energetic and suc-
cessful labors of the people especi-
ally of those who had been engag.

ia Cache and Sanpete ' Counties.
Lie tnen toucnea upon the political
rights of the people in their con-
nection with the government of
the nation, the laws of which

respected, yet there was a principle
in connection witn our social life,one of the greatest principles ad-
vanced by the Lord for the good of
