An Appeal to Christians in Behalf of

Destitute Children

A llttlo over lour monthB ago I
heard of the Ulttroii ot the peopl6 In

Central India and at once my heart
went out them In sjrarslby The
humor eummon louse said You bad
bitter atop here and Whatsoever thy
send Hndth dodo It her You have
no moans sail no strength to do what
you with Your powers urn limited
and you will not be held responsible
for not doing onytblne to help those
fsmlibodlpeople Indeed whet can a

weak woman do to help the dying
tboutandi lleilJui the government
of India and other boovolnt people
ate doing what they can to relievo the
poor and needy There Is nothing tar
you to do I tried to quint my
conscience In this manner but
louder sod louder spoke the voice ol

God from within my heart Kemem
ber the dayi ol old Thou tbalt re-

member that Ihou watt a homliman
in the land of Egypt and the Lord thy
Qnil redeemed then

Hamabul had liurielf experienced
the uUrully of dltrnss In tbo faro
tonal 1877 which mlierably destroyed
both her parenti and her later and

I could no monger kop 11111 and
about a month ago started on lor the
Control provinces A missionary lady
Mrs Urynan of llijputana accom-
panlod me part ol the way to gather
if me children for mission orpbanavo-
goHooco Wo weDt to Hobgpnr nrst
and leeen the work at once We
found out Irons the good people there
that we oould not get tho orphan chll
oren without the permUdon of the
Kovernmeot Bo our tint hasten
was to go and eeo Ibo pbyalcian
charge or the huipltal and the Tahiti
dar In charge ot Into poorhouse We
went to the hospital too rally about
830 In the morning the doctor Wia
not there but right before that tine
portal wore walking three Illllefam-
lihed skeleton hke formi and this
tint tight ol their distress I shall
oer lurgr The three children
we found out were thoon of tbD
Chamee coals their lather had
died same time ago and the mother
dud only lho day uelore The eldest
wo a motel of about seven the second
ahoy oI live and thin younltst a bby
loy tune years ol age The girl was
protecting herself Irons the Intense
cold with a covering of rose and the
two tiny bad nothing on theme bodies
Tuolr wrinkled laces and the ghastly
deathllke expression told the tory 01

toe tirrlblo sutlerlng they were In All
01 them wore crying for lood And as
we had no loud with us we could give
nothing to them The youngest bud
tore eyes and couH scarcely open them
The poor babe was luUarlng irom dye
eatery 10 much 10 that his intestines
lied bier exposed and were almost
la ling out and yet he was dragging
bis miserable body through the streets
In leatcn of loud To add to hlr
misery he tell down and hurt his
bock frightened at the Bound of the
bullock curl and the loud cell of the
driver The blooJ flowed freely from
the Injureo part which wa already ao
sure and plnlnl but there was no
eno to care for him Ho was cry-
Ing but tears were not to be
non In his eyes The children
were right before the hospital but no
one showed any alga of pill As we
could do nolbloll wo had to horden
our bract and turn our etepe toward
toe Poor house where we expected to
find the Tabslldar We did not get
the children though we tried our bet
It took uo snob a long time logo and
tee the officer In charge ol Ihe Poor-
house sod by the time we returned
lhy had Bona eomacetaere and oo oat
could tell us where they were I weal
again to that place made a thorough
search oil over the town and round
shout II but did not find thorn Per-
haps they tainted on their way to the
town In quest of food and fell down In
tome ditch on the roadside and died
there of hunger

The Poor houie we saw was no hone
at all It was a grove In the oulsklrle-
of the town troupe of famlihed peo-

ple wore tea Billing nil round the
grove Some were lying down la
heaps or sitting or lying la ashes
on the dirty ground Some bad
rage to cover their bodies and
ame had none There wore old and
young men and women and chll
wren most of them too weak to
move atonal and many suffering Irons
leprosy and other unmentionable
diseases Bed men Immoral women
pure young girls Innocent children
nail old people good bed and Indif-
ferent were freely mixing end non
veroK with each other They slept
In the oro ale or under the frees alt
night and ate the scanty anti coarse
land provided by the goveramenl-
The load was nothing but dry flour
aud some Ball

Many ol the socalled puce houses
are open ground with n sort of learn
seaund them Homa poor bulOl are
nothing but shed temporarily erected
to shelter the people The miserable
men women oDd children who fine
shelter In these places ore baked In
lee sun In the day anti Irene in cold
at night In some places tboie poor
boutta or grounds ore divided with a
tnlu fencing where men and women
life planed separately But this ar
ranftement is not much of a protection
ID time women The devil IB a work
even In these poor houses
and relief compo and they are
not fit places for young wo-

men and gltla to be In The
European and native cQloera em-
ployed to look after the Inltruts ot the
dying thousands are hard at work sod
try lotions much they eo But It-

IsI Impossible tar them to IIbd out what
goes en behind their baclt they ore
obliged to leave the work In the baodl-
oltbo Mukaaami who can do what-
ever they like they use their slicks
and tongues freely Youtg men can
bo seen everywhere talklue to girls
end women andre the prolooo of do
lug the Muaadtma work

His IIs no good sign at all Wicked
men anti women see everywhere oo
the lookout tar young women soil
glllt luey entice triton by ottering
aweatmasle and othef klod of luau
clothing and tale promises lu toke
them to olo plaoll anti make them

happy tuhundreis of girl young
widows ant donrlod wives are way-

laid as they go to the relief camps and I

poor hemeilu search ol loot and work
md taken away before they place
hemielves in the custody ot tho gov-

ernment Tho wicked are not afralil-
ot the judgment of Got they are sin-
ning away their live In the midst
ot the tearful icsuu olr famine and pet
Hence They see oarryluion a whole-
sale trade In yiuog girls who have
been obliged to love their famines
anti wander away Irom home In quest
of food In many case parents nave
alien a prey to the famine cud lot
their young filth to Ibo louder merelis-
ol their neighbors or fellow travelers
or other wayfarers Bach girls tail into
the hands of wicked people

Here Is an Instance A young girl 01

fourteenanda little slilor of abaut eight
years 01 ago were lei orphans sod
taken poMoiilon of by a wlokoj miD a-

tItnl I happened to too her In the
aireets and asked hoe who the was
lone told me her whole story not old
she would let me have her relater who
waa not wanted by her cruel mailer
and that she could not Como away for
fear ol that mao I wanted tto reecue
the poor child but was at that limo
unable to do ao I prayed to the lord
to show me the way ind in the next
week lie tent help A young mica
slonary gentleman came to help mao

lie went to the police station and toot
her away Irom the man who had kept
her In nil pomiilon agnluit her will
lobe was tent to tbo mission
bungalow with a servant but her
former master carried her away by
force Again the missionary went to
the town and fetched her and that
very alght I took her to Jabal ur and
now sbe and her sitter are plod wllh
tome good missionary ladles who will
take care ot them The rider gill poor
child IIs ruined for life and li suUerlug
from borlblu dtteaae May the merci-
ful Father help these childrenI

One of my workers was walking on
the rood ono Jaywhen she law a little
girl about twelve years old silting
on the roadside Bhe looted ml ana
hungry My worker spoke kindly to
her nail found out that etc wee an
orphan When the worker asked her
If ho would lute to como to me the
girl sild she had an older later and
would go any whore wllh lose In the
meanwhile the sister who had gone
to wash coma back to the place where
the child was sitting From bet my
worker heard their pathetlo story
Their rather had died about throe
weeks ago they had no rune to take
care ol them sod did out know where-
to go to get load they were on their
nay Lto the relief camp Bomo one
had told them that there wee
a lady near the place who had
come to gather some oiilldreu to give
them a home ao they hal corns to the
Baral t look lor her Prom tnls state
mint we knew they wet looking for
me but I left the Moral Odor they
came and 10 mlsaed seeing them
My worker then asked the older girl
who Is about fourteen If the and her
tiller would like to come end stay
under my oaro The girl salt aloe
would only she did not wool to be
put into a bid life hike begged 01 my
worker with teat In her ryes thai
she would bo allowoj to remain pure
and be placer under the nice of go d
people For the bail met with many
bad people alter her fathers death
and they had tel d tj tempt her luto
bd 1110 lout be bad resolutely re
laced to go with them While this
convenMlon WOO taking place hall a
lazes or mere wicked men had
gathered around my worker and were
about take Ihuclila away by trlitht-
enlnit them out of their wits lout Gao
savor the children Irom their drool
lal tale and they worn safely brought
tome

Another young girl of about fifteen
was eome limo ago wandering away
tram bomewrien a respectable Jookltg
mao told Her to xo home with him ono
help his wits lu the household work
lobo contented ODd went with him
lie gave her sloe clothe and loodao-
dII a row tiny oil went nicely with ber
but the devil wee at work In hll Smart
Other demand were main on her but
she girl said she bad gone to hla house
to work and not Poe ony other purpose
lie tbenald that else should oat get
earl and food unleee site connld-

Vry well the said and put on
her old rage threw away the good
earl and went cut on the streeti again
to beg her food lobe wee plated up
the limo day by a kind lady aud IIs
safe with me now There are not
many such girls who will reilit tbe
devil In tbe lane of starvation and
death ODd be ttrsoked tor protecting-
Ibe virtue of these Innocents But It
his been my sad lot to see many little
girls ruined for life

My sympitbleiare excited bytbo
nod 01 young girl widows eipeclally
at Ibis time ID let them go to the
relief camps and poor houtea or allow
them to wonder tu the street and on
highways meant their eternal de-

struction liter since I have seen
these girls In the famine dltlilcti
tome fallen Into the bond ef wicked
people some rulnod for life and turned
out by their cruel masters owing to
bad dlmaiei to die a miserable death-
In a hopelesi helrIeBs manner tome
being trested In the hospital only to
be taken back loin tan pits ol ala there-
to wall a cruel death some bearing
the burdens of sin utterly lost to the
lenie of shame oDd huuanlty hell
has become a horrible reality to IQC

and my heart Is bleeding lee tbote
doug0lers al font parents who hove
died baying thorn orphan Win
wllh a toolbars heart and II eleter
lovo co rest wlthout doing everylhiog-
In her power to save at hoot a lew ol
the girls who con yet be laved Irom

unto hand ol the evil ontil Bo re-

gardless of the trying Onauclal Hate
of my eohool I went to work In the
central irovlnceilo gut n tow of the
helpleta young widows

The Father who tis a Very pment
help In trouble lose enabled me to get
some sixty widows fortyssveu of
whom will go to echool to study end
others will work Over 850 rupees
were spent In fetching thorn here
Tbu Lord bag put II Into my mind to
eve three bundrad girls out ot the
famine dlitrlcts and I shall go to work
In lilt name The funds tent to me
by my friends In America gee barely
enough to Iced and educate fifty glee
and several people ate asking me how
I am going to support ell these girl
who may come Irom central India
Besides their toad and clothing now
dormitories and dining loom must be
built Our present school house Is not
large enough to bold mono thou one
hundred glrll at Iha Mol And flow
era these emergencies to be melt

I do not know Saul the Loru knows
what I need I eon lay with l-
bulmlotIm poor and nteJy but

the Lord Ihlnveth upon me My
IIltI and lore quite reauy to forgo al
our comforts glva up luxuries end
live as plainly aa wu on Wo shall
be quite contented to have only cue
meal of common coarse food dally If
ueenaeary sod 10 long o Wa have a
little room or a lace of itralu In lass
houeea we shall try to help cur II lie

who rare olanlog It seem a elu to
live In this goad houi and cat plenty
of Rood food end be armly clothed
while oueands of our fallow nrOllur
sea dying ot hunger and she without
shelter If all ol us do our part faith
lully Gd le faithful to fulfill bli
promlo and rill send us the help wo

nod altbl lime
I humbly tnquest you to pray tor me-

nd mine that we nosy be made strong
In the Lord and walk by fallh nod
out by sight
