The Beekeeper's Meeting.—'The
attendance at the meeling of per-
sons interested in beekeeping, at
the City Hall, or Saturday evening,
was net very large, owing to the
threatening state of the weather.
The meeting was called to order by
A. M. Musser, Esq., who stated the
object of the gathering and called
for remarks from some of the
keepers present.

E. Stevenson slated Lthat he start-
ed to keep bees three years ago last
Spring and in the three years had
taken 600 pounds of honey, and in-
creased his stock to twelve hives,
This year he had fincreased his
stock to twenly hives, and besides
this bhad sold $100 worth of bees,
and had taken 9)0 pounds of honey.
He was decidedly in favor of
the compound hives, both for
wintering in and for the yield of
honey. Baid there werea few cases
of foul brood in Mill Creek.
Samuel MoKay stated that he
had taken from his own thirty-six
hives and those he had attended to
the past Summer, about one thou-
|=and three hundred pounds of
honey; had lost five fine swarms of
bees the past season; had scen no
foul broed.
