AN LNTERYDSW WITH EL MAHDL

An Austrian mlsslonflrr, Father
Dichtl, who ouly left Khartoum last
April, tdves the following description
of the Mahdf, which rwill be found'to
conUiu a number of interesting par-
ticulars hitherto unknown: Mohamed
Ahmed, who was born at Dongolah, is
about 40 years of age, tall, and of cop-ws- re

rfd umlexlon. For a lone: time
he worked with bis two brothers Inthe I
neighborhood of Khartoum at buUdlng
ooats lor tne isiie, dui got iireu ot m
trade and aspired to become a Fakir,
which is about the same thing as a
priest. He applied to the Shiekh of
the Island of Tutl, situated close to
Khartoum, a little to the nortn or tne
unction of the white ana uiae JNiies.

After ft few years' study witn tne
Shiekh, he succeeded in taking the or-

derof Fakir. He then sought to be-

come a Sheikh, and was again success-
ful. Thenceforth he had but one ob-

ject, in view, namely, to assume the
cnaracter oi a propuei. iie rem w
the Island of Abba, near Kana, on the
Whit Klver.about 21 hours by steamer
from Khartoum, and. takinfj up his
abode in a dry cistern, he led the life
or a sneikn in tne strictest sense ox uie
ward, lie remained there for six years.
only leaving his retreat on Fridays to
go to the mosque. His reputation for
piety spread in course of time through-
out theScountry, and when, subse-
quently,; he came to be regarded as a
saint, he expounded bis mission to a
numerous assembly of Moslems at f
Kana; He told them that the Archangel
Gabriel had twice commanded him to
unsheath the sword of faith in order
to - reform the bad, t Moslems, and
to found a Mussulman Empire, which
would bev followed by universal peace.
He held his mission from the .Prophet,
ami would achieve what Mohamed had
been unable to do. He therefore urged
them to follow him; he was the Mahdl,
and he would lead them to the king-
dom founded bv Allah for true believ
ers. Abdel Kader, the
Geuoral of the Soudan, a man of high
probity and ability, endeavored by
theological argument to convince me
people that Alohamed Ahmed was an
Impostor, but to little purpose. , Not
only the lower class but also the Gov-
ernment officials and many officers
secretly believed in the Mahdi's mis-
sion. Reouf Pasha, at the time he
was Governor-Genera- l, sent --an emis-sa- rv

to the False Prophet. Father
Dlchth happeuikl to be present whfff
that emissary on nia return renuereti
the following account of his interview
with the Mahdi s "On arriving at Alia
I found Mohamed - Ahmed surrounded
by 600 ertHK) followers, all of them
naked, with iron cbn4o belts round
their waists and broad drawn swords.
The Mahdl occupied a raised seat in
their midst, aud in his ritrht hand ho
held the Prophet's staff." When L ask
ed him what his object was he describ-
ed his Dretended mission.! I answered
that tho Goyeramont and myself .were- -

as good M ussnjmftna as fle, nui mis
he denied, en the grounds ; that we
allowed the Christians to have churches
of their own, that we afford them pro-
tection, and that the Government, lev
led taxes. I advised him to abandon
his plans and to surrender, adding that
he could . not resist a government
which disposed of soldiers, Remington
rifles, guns, and steamers. To this he
rejoined. If the soldiers fire on me
and my followers" the jp bullets will not
hurt us, and as you advance, against us
With steamers tney win -- sing, witn
everything on board.'?
