FIRE AT BUTTE SMELTER.

About $200,000 Worth of Damage
Done at Heinze Smelter,

Butte, Mont., April 19.—Fire at the
Heinze Emelter this morning caused
conglderable damage, It started be-
tween the boiler room and the matte
room, both of which, with the sampling
room and the engine room, were entire-
ly destroyed. The smoke stacks in
falling damaged the big engines, and
hurt one man. The ore chute and tram-
way were damaged, It will be impos-
sible to tell the extent of the loss for
some time, probably $200000; insurance
£100,000,

Late advices from Cripple Creek are

The Relckan process for the recovery
of gold from sulphide and teliuride

copper sheets. There are two such
tanks which arve capable, jointly, of

The operation congists in agitating the
prepared products in the tanks with a
dflute solution of cyanide, and con-
ducting through the vat a current of
electriefty, which deposgits the coarse
and fine gold as an amalgam that can
be converted into marketable form with
a mintmum expense and loss, The ad-
vantages of the process are stuted to be
that the gold is recovered in one opera-
tion, no after process being required,
and the bullion, on sccount of 18
purity, demands a high price.~Mining
