KEKl' TIIK TOCMS MIXNT.

Lake Champlaln Is a historic body
of water, having been made conspicu-
ous by Incidents of thu revolution Uou
ami near It. It divides a portion ol
New York nnd Vermont and extends
a rew mllee beyond our boundary Into
Canada, making It a convenient field
for hostile operations on the part of
our dominion nolghboralf they should
see fit to make nny. Thev could

at their end nnd sail right down
among ui for something like ISO milts,
while, by keeping well lo the middle,
It would take the bust of guns to retell
them from either side, although thu
Itko Is llttla more than huge river.
Through si treaty with Urvat Ilrltalu,
entered Into several years ago, neither
country Is permitted to construct or
lloat vessels of war ou this lake or any
of the great lakes, which are all the
common property of both. Hut an
armed cruiser not a man of war;lu
fact, It does not come within the
Hit or Inhibited craft at all; and yet It

could do a terrible amount ot

damage If It set out on such
an errand. Naturally enough
the appcaratioo or two or threa ol them
from the llrltlah division would put
the people on our border In a state of

alarm and their alarm would vibrate
throughout tha land, thus showing
bow thoroughly In sympathy and how
perfectly In touch with all sf the
country Is every part of It. Why,
oue such clrourmtanco contains moru
puissance than all the Ironclads wo
could construct.

Of course the flurry of a week" or two
agu has iubslded,becsuieour neighbors
had no hostile Intentions. That their
cruisers or ships are armed means, no
doubt, that they aro to be equipped for
all emergencies, not ofteuslvo but
defensive ones, except or oourse when
on the trail or pirates or smuggler'.
Hut the discussion or our "helpless
frontlet" continues; It Is shown how a
riostlla ship or two oould sail up to our
lake front cities, lay them under
tribute, carry ou board all that was
valuable nnd portable, nnd then
reduce them to silica before resistance
of sufllclent power could arrive; ami
then cornea the urgent demand that
we erect more fortifications, build and
equip more lighting ships, and pit the
country generally more nearly on a
war footing than It Is at presunt.

Those who talk thus do not have en-

dorsement from the whole country by
any means, uor from any considerable
part or It. Chicago Is us much Inter-

ested In this subject rut any other plsce
can be, perhaps much moroso,becausu
ol Its Immense front exposuro to Lake
Michigan; yet IU press do not, as a
rule, eltbcrsound an alarm or eobo the
oue already sounded. Ooo of tho
papers, for Instance, thinks that, "If
there Is anything this nation needs list
than a big standing army, It Is it big
standing navy." It contends thai
hero is no ustllIcstlou for tho expen-

diture of the millions by the presout
administration on our naval establish-

ment and naval nllalrs, and claims
that It Is tho "most Idea
ever advanced In the Congress or a
free people."

"What do wo need a lot or gunboats
roi?"ltnsks. "To keep peacu between
natloniT If It hadn't been tor a ship
of wsrln oonimltslon In a friendly poit
