NENATE.
WASHINGTON, 18, — Hale to-day
presented the memorial of the

United States and Brazil Steamship.
Company, the Pacific Mall Steamship
Company, the New York and Cuba
Mail Steamship Company, the Red,
the *I12' Line of steamships and the
New York and Havanas and the Mexi-
can Mall steamship companies. In
presenting the memorial, Hale re-
inarked that he denied squarely what
had been stated in certain newspapers,
nainely, that an attempt has been made
to improperly influence Congress In
what is called subsidies. Hale wished
to say, in connection with the recent
actien of the Benate, in regard to
foreign mai), that if this great effort
to revive American commerce ever
prevailed in Congress, it would not be
done by the influence of any lobby. It
could only come about because the
American people were growing more
and more interested in the subject, and
sooner or later Congress would have
to respond Lo the popular demand.
Hoar presented the tition of the
New Enpgland Methodist Episcopal
l:oniureucg.urginz she United States to
enforce the terms of the Chinese
treaty 8o as to protect the lives and
roperty of Chinese subjects In the
Inited States. Referred.
On motion of Dolph the Senate

The dpla.n of
voluntary arbitration provided by the
House bill, he contended, was much
better.

Arbitrators under the bill would be
yehosen in each case by the parties im-
‘mediately interested and would be
chosen because of the special knowl-
cdge of the subject involved in dis-
pute, The commissioners being volun-
warily chosen by the parties concerued,
‘their decisions would be more accépt-
‘anule to the parties involved than Lhat
«of aoy permanent board. As to the
‘responsibllity of railway companies
for the operation of their roads, Coke
sald theéy should be compelled to keep
‘their roads In operation, strike or no
strike, and on the other hand, afy one
who Interfered with that operation
should be trealed with the ntmost se-
w:ril.f. Public interest was the first
consideration. Coke recognized the
absolute necessity ol restraining rail-
roads. No one, he sald, could read the
history of rallroad develorment with-
out feeling a profound indignation and
disgnst that a systemn which, hke that
of railioads, had become so lndlnpeu-
'sible a necessity to civilization, should
be an instrumentality in the hands of a
few individuals for the systematic rob-
bery of the people. . It was to pay div-
ldends of watered stock that the wages
ou ratiroads were squeezed down. The
State governments and’ the United
States government, while uniting to
protect the railroad property and the
interests of the public from assauilt
and damage, should also unite to crush
ont the practice which led to the laber
-dlifficulties that kad become so serious
i feature of the railroad problem.

process to Preller and told him what [
should bave to do. e was not only
williv g, but was very anxlous for nre
Lo treal bim In this wanner.”

Brooks tien tells of the purchase of
chloroform, whith wuas spilled in a
sink on Sunday alternoon while he was
washing his Instruments preparatory
to operations: of his going Lo Fernow’s
drug store amd buying mere, denying
incideulally the statemest that he

1 discovered, Loo late, that he was
dying. [mkglue my borror when the
fact tlawned upon wne. [ was wild with
fright, but had prescuce of mind
enough to cut his shirt and his under-
shirt from his bedy, and gelting a wet
towel [ best him around the neck and
shounlders for half an hour or more. 1
did ot give up until 1 was ready to

drop {from exhaustion, and my
efforts were not relaxed un-
til he had been dead some time.

All the clothes he had on at the time
were his shirt and nudershirt. e had
siripped lor the operation. What cid
I do when I suw my friend was dead?
What could I do? 1 didn’t know what
to do except drink, and I drank treely,
[ drapk everything I could get—wine,
whisky, everything. What were my
thoughts? 1 had not any. All I re-
member s that 1 drew on a pair of
drawers—Lhe firsé that fell into my
hands—and put the body into my truik,
frow which I had removed everything,
What was done beside this [ have no
recollection of.

MORMONISM AS VIEWED BY A MORMON.
