ELDER JOHN TAYLOR,

At the Semi-Annual Conference of
the Church of Jcsus Christ of
Latter-day Saints, in the New
Tabernacle, Salt Lake City, Wed-
nesday, October 7, 1874.

REPORTED BY DAVID W. EVANS.

I AM happy to have the opportuni-
ty of meeting with the brethren
and to talk over the affairs pertaia-
ing to the kingdom of God in this
Conference. e are engaged in a
work in which all of us are inter-
ested, individually and collectively.
It is a work that differs from any-
thing else that exists at the present
time on the face of the earth, and
in many respects it differs from
anything that ever has existed. 1
