More About the Whiskey mads.
The e on the whis-

ky frauds, to-da- y, examined Wm.
A. Gavett, special agent of theInternal Revenue Bureau. He tes-
tified that he had been on duty on

In
June, 1375, witness met Solicitor
Wilson at Cincinnati. In May
previous, in obedience to instruc-
tion, Wilson informed him of his
