'ill, Brother Hammond said he
particularly desired it to be under-
stood that the. ieopIe of San Juan
never wanted to give up their
lands at all, but a3 the govern-
ment had expressed a wish to have
it pass into the liands Of the In-

dians, the eettlers did not want to
place any obstacles In Ihe way of
the transfer. Seeing that they held
no titles to the land, they were
willing to yield It up to the govern-
ment upon receiving proper com-
pensation.

He further states that the gen-
eral feeling of the people of San.
Juan is that the government should,
in fairness, compensate them for
the improvements which they have
efiected there. The settlers have no
wish whatever to vacate the land,
and would only do to at the direc-tio- u

of the government. That was
tho position which he himself took
before the Senate and Houc com-
mittees at Washington. He insisted
that tho government should act
promptly in this matter one way or
the other, and so relieve the settlers
of San Juan from the suspense in
which they had been so long kept
through tho action of the gov-
ernment If the land was not
required for. the Indians, "then,"
says President Hammond, "lettiie Secretary of the Interior
