Council met last evenuxc
at tbe usual boor. Mayor Sharp In tbe
chair, and the following basiness was
transacted: J; r.

Richard Brimley and 31 others pre-
sented a petition, setting forth that the
residents ol the southwest portion of
the city had experienced considerable
trouble, annoyance and actual damage 4

rrom orernown oi a certain canal
whica runs through said district, and
that repeated petitions tor redress had
been made to tbe city and referred to
the county. That when the county was
appealed to, they were referred to the
city. 'As taxpayers of both the cityand county they now asked protectionat tbe hands of the city fathers whom
they earnestly petitioned to cause aid
canal to be cleaned out, to have bridges
repaired and to remove a certain sand
bar against a railroad bridge in the
vicinity. .The petitioners desired the
improvements made immediately, as
they were anxious to be secured from
the bish water which they deemed ln
minent. Referred to the Mayor, rththe Watenaaster associated.
; A petiuon from Geo. God-lan- l, byhis attorney. Wo. Fuller, wj, present-
ed, alleging that he is the, tmner of the
bind lying west oi the Jordan and SaltLake City Canal bereen Eighth and
Ainth South Street?, extending to theeast line of the Woodjoansee propertr,known and platted on block four, platFSalt Lake City survey : that the canal
had cut oft the source of his supply of
water from the canal whence he had
for years obtained it; that his land had
deteriorated in value in consequence
thereof. He therefore petitioned for
the privilege of obtaining irniratinjwater for fcald land from the canal ou
such terms and conditions as the Coun
cil in ignt aeetn proper ana just, ana
asked"as early consideration of the
matter as practicable, as petitionerwoahi leave for Great Britaiu in a few
weeks and be absent for a treat lemrth
of time Laid on the table.

Isaac Hunter. Jr.. and two others.
asked for a bridge over City Creek ou
North Temple and Tenth West streets
to enable tnem to reach their lots, up-on which they were designing building.Referred to the committee on streets
and alleys.

. K. Sheets and eight others repre-
sented by petition that the bed of the
ditch conveying waste water from
Emirratkm Canon through the liii?
Field and connecting with the race
which runs to the old Chase mill was
tilled up with gravel so that it would
not hold the water in ordinary seasons,
and as there is a prospect of high water
the coming season, they asked that the
ditch be cleaned out so that their lands
might not be damaged thereby. Re-
ferred to the committee on "irriga-
tion. . T

i A petition signed by S. P. Richards
and 11 others was presented, statingthat they were citizens and were
among the earliest settlers upon the
east bench, and had expended time and
means in putting in dams, digging dit-
ches and making other improvementsas settlers upon said lands. That lat-
terly much of the surplus water had
been diverted in other directions, both'
by permission of the Council and by
those who had entered and secured
land from government, to the injuryand deprivation of older settlers. In
view of the fact that new water sup-
plies are available to parts of tbe citywhich have heretofore used said wa-
ters, the petitioners asked as common
justice that their rights be restored and
tbe watermaster so instructed. Re-

V. Sheets and others, asklner for street
lamps to be placed on First East Street
ana w asninjfton square, reported tnut
they found that a report fcwas adopted
February 20th, 1883, in which it was
ordered that nine lamDS be nlaced on
First East Street, between First Sonth
and Washington Square; said lamps to
be taken from other streets on which
they are located In greater number tban
four to a block. That said order had
not been complied with owing- - to a
lack of main vices, which cause is
now removed, and, therefore,
the committee recommended that
the gas company be required to
proceed immediately with the work ar
cording to tne . terms of the report
aforesaid; Provided, That the distribu
tion of said lamps shall be so made as
to place one at the northwest corner
of Washington Square, and and on tU e
west eide thereof, and midway be-
tween Fourth and Fifth South streets '

The committee f uther recomenUed that
the other requirements made of the gas
company by tne report oi F ebruarv m.
1883, be, referred to the Mayor for such
attention as ne migut ueem necessary
Adopted. ,

The committee orr public' works to
whom was referred the communication
of D.G. Wyley. offering his services as
an artesian well digger, recommended
thai In view ot work upon the cltylsartfeslan well having been stopped by
action of the Council, and also in view
of the present financial condition of
the City, no action be taken at present
in the matter. i

The following report was presentedfrom the committee on water works : S

Your committee to whom was refer-
red the report of the superintendent ol
water works for the quarter ending
February; 2th last, would state that
having examined said report and ac-
companying vouchers and finding them
correct, therefore recommend that the
report, be accepted and filed. As ap-
pears from said report, there 'was ah
unexpended balance on hand on the
sKtth ultimo of 1285.00, but all or nearly
all, of this has now been absorbed.
Your committee therefore recommend
that an appropriation be made of .f.'iX
to waterworks contingent fund subject,
as usual, to requisitions of the super-
intendent Of waterworks. Your eomr
mlttee find In the superintendent's reS-po- rt

recommendations in relation to
the waterworks which they have con-
sidered, and in view of the existing in-

adequate water storage facilities and
lack of pressure in water mains at
certain., --.seasons of the j.year,recommend : that at as earlydate , as practicable, one or more
reservoirs, capable of holding from
250,000 to 300,000 gallons of water,
say two days supply, be constructed at
a point higher up City Creek Canon
than the present location of the final',
reservolra so as not only to secure !or
the city increase! water storage zaciiii- -
tles. but at the same time an lucreased
pressure in the water inalns which is
necessary a certain seasons oi the
year, tconomy in tne use ot water for
lawn and other sprinkling purposes is
much to-b- e desired, but your commit
tee regard the use Of water metres, as
a method to secure this end, out of the
question at present, if for no other
reason thaa the great outlay It would
entail. As a water metre is worth from
fi to $30 It would cast the city at Itast
ii'i.ooo to vupply one Ut each service;
Where lawn and other sprinkling to be
limited to designated hours of certain
days, upon a similar principle to that
now employed in the distribution o
Water fur irrigation purposes, a larrfe
saving of water would undoubtedly be
efl"ectd,ttl!k:U-nt- , perhaps, in view of
the libeial Supply which is comKkntij
looked for from City Creek this season,
to obviate the necessity of construct
lag additional reservoirs. , j
