YesTERDAY (June 8th) we gave an ac-
count of the proceedings at a sparsely
attended mecting of the Loyal League,
at which some of the more preminent
salf-seckers sired their elequence.
Whila onein partinalar (Mr. Baskin)
did this ln 8 most maledorous fashion
by indulglog in lsnguage low, Githy
and degrading, others made commitial
statements that are worthy of special
pote. Take for imstance an expression
used by Jehn R, McRBride, a gentleman
who once asserted, . s a Method-
{st anti- “'Mormoa™ meeting— "'l
belleve [ would make a good
prosecutor of the Mormon
Chureh.'"” At the pro-registratioa
weeting by the League on Tuesday
plght, in recounting the *‘Liberal™
victories, or rather thelr encroach-
ments upon the rights of '*Mormons,”
be sald—"We now practically have
possesslon and control [of Lhe district
courts.”

Nuch a declaration made in any other
part of the country would be metywith
a perfect storm of denunclation, It
should be treated in the same fashion
wherever made, and If the enunciator
be not guilty of afalsehood, the courts
to which It applied bave peed of whale-
sale reconstruction and a mew admin-
istration and judicial regime.

The meeting at which the [uiterance
was made was that of a secret political
soclety jof which Mr. McBride is a
member, and the natural andjlogical
inference is that the promoun *‘‘we’’
related to the Loyal League. It isfalr t
then to presume that the speaker meant
that that organization bhad practical
possession and ceutrol of the district™
courls. |

The man who made this extraordl- |
nary anneuncement is a member of the

bar, and yet he could bardly heve used
an expressionthatceuld have conveyed .l
more absolute contempt for the courts |
bafore which he is a professicnal prac- |
titioner. |

Eveats, not very remote, have |
caused us to ask the question whether '
or not the courls were being more or
less controlled by influences oulside
of the law and themselves. '
Take for Instance the positlou as- |
sumed in.that of the Third District ia |
relation to the test oath. The Chief |
Justice himsell and other officers of |
the court subscribed to the oath pres- |
cribed by the Utah Comimisaion. B:l
him It was also administered to jurors |
Thus was thst form—which 1s strictly |
legal, adhering even,so {ar as possihle, !
to the language of the law—adopted by |
the example and practice of the court. |
But the Loyal Leagoe, which Mr. Mc- |
Bride ¢laims to bave practical posses- |
sion snd control of the district courts, |
framed apother oath. ‘Thelr futile ef,
forts to bave it prevail politically are |
well knowa. They could net control |
the Commission, even il they could, |
as asserted, control the courts. |
While unsuccessful in the political
fleld,but little difficulty was experi- |
enced in having it prevail where Mr.
McBride appears to clalm the Leagzue |
to be practically supreme. i

Let it be remembered that when the |
L.eague oath was first Introduced into |
the Third District Court, Judge Hen-
derson was acting on the besch in the |
temporary absence of Judge Zane. He
at first declined to allow it to be ap- |
p.led on the ground that It was differ- |
ent to the form heretofore adopted by |
the Judge In whose place he was offi-

,ciating. Judge Henderson, however,
soon changed about, and shortly swal-
lowed the League bolus, which Attor- |
ney Bennett assured his homor had
been prescribed by ‘'political au-
thorities,” of which he was
one. Literwards Judge Zane |
discarded the Commission oath and |
took lovingly in his court te the ap- |
plication ef that provided by the Loyal
League.

These jncidents cansed us to ask the
question, very naturally, whether the
courts were belng run by the Loyal
League, '‘political authorities,”” or
auy other influence ontside the law and
themselves, Now comes s prominent
member of that secret political ergan-
lzation, at a .meetilng of the *‘Loyal
League,’’ and in that capacity makes
the onblushing anmouncement—''We
now practically have possession and
control ol the disgrict ceurts.” This
is certalnly very d for the courtas,
and if the mssertion be taken as cor-
rect, what anjablect and prostituted
spectacle the tribunals in question pre-
seat to Llhe disinterested and fair-
minded onlogker,
