THE BLAINE RECEPTION AT
: DETROIT.

AS DESCRIBED BY A SPECTATOR.

Russell House, Detroit. I

Oct. 14, 1884.

The reception of Blaine at Detroit
was quite a brilliant affair. Long be-
fore the hour of arrival the streets as-
sumed a busy appearance, there being
tnousanas 01 people irom every direc
tion. Men, women and children stood
all ; the afternoon " waiting to get a
glimpse and hear a few Words from a
man of men. During the travel of the
proceasioQ around the various streets.
tuxongs wuuiu greet ; at every point,who lined the walks for miles. The
procession was led by an army of cos
tumed cavalry and brass bands; car-
riages followed after Mr. Blaine.

When Mr. Blaine did not show him
self on the platform After the' proces
sion, the crowd were disappointed and
oegau to disperse lor supper. It was
not until after 8 o'clock that he was
presented by Mayor Grammond. His
snort address ratner dampened the
expectant crowd as he palmed off
tituerai jereemont on the concourse
that had stood four or: fire hours to
hear the Republican chief. During the
march some would shout "hurrah for
tjieveianu," "Mulligan letters," "Jim
Blaine put an eye on Cleveland," and
mm liar euimets.

After the little speeches the torch
light procession started through the
crowd. There were about 2,000 torch- -
Hsrhts. 200, costumed hnrspmon. rlnl
of various wards and societies with
banners of all kinds and mottoes suchas "No free trade for us," "BlisstieldIr R. A. Algin," "Colored rote," "No
Secession in ours," "Change is not re
form," etc. The sky was ablaze with
rockets, and together with electric
lights 200 feet in the air, the Japanese
