Hu t'te i tikcu to tba lockup,
Blnno placed b bin t tliu bars, liowevcr,
hu laverydowneattnud reulltes that
he has Utile chance of escaping, liu
ate il hearty mail at noon, but speaks
little tu anybody and prefers not to talk
about the murder.

Tho icenu of the murder la n quiet
country t life, and there are only a
fev lulldlngslnlltu neighborhood, so
that the (lend could easily nvo

tho ciltnts without bolug de-

tected.
It Is presumed tint he first murdered

Mr, and Mrs. Lucky. The former re.
tumid frcm Bmlth's Fulls about 2
o'clock In Iho afleruocn, and tin re li
rcstcely a doubt hut hu was killed by
his son.
