' Among the most important items are Lead, Silver and Gold; the first
having increased from $9,000 to $26,605, the second from $200,332, to $S62,-18- 5,

and the third from $101,003 to $147,940. This Increase is due to the
enterprise of the QermanloT Separating and Refining Works, an enterprise
which commenced operations in the latter part of 1872 and consequently
