An Experiment In Telegraphy.
The British postal-telegrap- h service,

cheap as it has been in the pas;, says
tue JSiirliii'tton Fir? lres and limes, it
to be rendered still more available for
popular use by a new system of charges,to go iuto effect August I . The present
luiuimum charge for telegrams In En-

gland is one shilling, equivalent to
about twenty-fiv- e cents, for twenty
word:. The address ansl signature are
telegraphed free. The new plan re-
duces tne cost of sending the ordinary
message Just about one-hal- f. It is
based, however, upon economy in the
use of words, and will do away with a
popular abuse which has greatly

the postal -- telegraph system
in England, namely, the disposition to
make the addresses as wordy as possi-
ble, so as to get "the worth Ol one's
inouey ."

Some senders, it is said, write ad-
dresses of twenty-fiv- e words, aud the
average is eleven words, or Just one
more than Is allowed for tuo substance
of the minimum message itself, in this
country. In order to correct this prac-
tice, the English Postollice Departmenthave decided to make the senders of
telegrams pay so much for every word,
including the address, but not, how-
ever, the signature. The rate is to be
one ceut a word, or a minimum ot
twelve words for sixpence, counting
everything. Allowing five words for
the average address, there will remain
seven for conveying information.

This new plan, w hile reducing, ma-
terially the expense of sending tele-
graphic messages, will bring a severe
strain upon the verbal ecouoinv of the
English common people, and the ques-
tion arises whether for tie practical
convenience of all concerned it will
answer as well as the twenty-wor- d

limit. True, it is optional to send more
worsls for more money, but the ten-
dency, ot course, will be to confine the
message to the minimum limit; and the
success Of the new system will largely
depend upon the willingness of the
people to submit to this restriction.
All such experiments are, of course,
watched with the greatest Interest by
people in this couTitrv. When we come

Ill the shop of one of these men was
noticed, recently, some article sent for
repair; curiosity prompted a list of
some of them. There were two para-
sols, the handles of which were broken,
one requiring inlaying with gold and
silver in plates and wires; several
clocks, one au antiaue musical time-
piece marked "Jans lleerch, Haarlaem
1692;" a musical bsx with a capacity of
eight tunes; a seated statuette f Clio,
the muse of history, on of whose legs
had been broken off. This figure was
made ol cast zinc, externally bronzed,
as most of our foreign "bronze" statu-
ettes are mode, and the shell was very
thin not more than one-sixtee- of
an inch thick. For this job the me-
chanic scraped enough of the metal
from the Interior to determine its
quality, and then made a solder to corT
respond. As it was manifestly impos-
sible to hand-sold- er inside or outside
the broken limb, which was not more
than half an inch in diameter, the
workman. secured the broken parts in
places by wire and twine, drilled a con-
cealed bole on the under side, poured
in the hot (metal, turned the image in
his hand for a moment, and the Job was
done. The flux, and fusible metal
formed a metallic coating inside the
lep, anil effectually repaired the dam-
age.

The method employed in this lob was
only a modification of that used exten-
sively ia the manufacture of soft metal
ware's, as Britannia and silver plated
articles. The handles of Bi itanuia tea-

pots, for instance, are east hollow, but
they have no removable saud and rye
flourcores,as castings of iron aud brass
have. These and a hundred other
pieces of soft arid quick co i.ing metals
arc cast in brass moulds, only a sutll-cie- nt

amount . of fluid metal .being
"poured In to make a thin shell. This
metal is equally distributed bv turning
and shaking the mould iu the hand,
when It chills, and the superfluous
metal is poured out. The doing ot
this work is a trick, but this competent
mechanic was equal to it in the case of
a difticnlt job.
