God
i= the fountain of all truth, aml His
plans all converge L0 One purpose, no
mdlter  who are the lustruments,
whether Saint orsinner, aarivers of Jif-
ferent sizes lowing toward one oveedn.
Men claimed, saud were to a certaln
extent independent, but this hsdepen-
dence simply smounted to a privilege
of dolng right or wrong, and God over”
ritledt their acts for the accomplishiment
of Hisown parposes. The redemption
of worlds was onpe excmplilication of
this gramd truth. While men had thelr
free avency, God has never said He
