itz Anpnual Report to the Secrestary
of the Interior.

A Budget of Recommendations and
Suggestions.

The follewing is the full text of the
Annual Report of the Utah Commis-
sion Lo Secretary Lamar:

CHicago, llis.,
September 24, 1886,

Sin—We respectfunlly submit a re-
port of the operations ofjthis Commis-
sion during the past year, together
with sume observations on the present
condition of Utah.

It is hardly necessary to set forth in
detail our mceeqlnﬁ in relation to
the execution of the law, as this would
be substantially & repetiiion of waat
has been sta in our former reports.
1t is perhaps saflicient to say in gen-
eral, that during the past year,as in the
last and previous years, the law relat-
iog to the disfrauchizement of l»oljg-
amists and those living i@ uniawiul
cobabitation hus been fully -and suc-
cessfully enforced. y

Allsuch persons, with very few, ii
any, exceptions, fhave been exciuded
from voting and holding office. Duar-
log this period, as in the gpreceding
year, criminal prosecutions, for viola-
tions of the law fof Congress, have
been numerous. A large number bhave
been fined and imprisoned in the Peni-
tentiary for polygamy or uslawful co-
habitation, chiedy for the latter ofe
fense,

It isreported and belleved by many
resident non-Moimons that duripng the
last year & large bumber of pol)g-
amous marrisges have taken place 0
the temples .of Logan City and S
tieorge, located respecilively in toe ex-
treme north and south purts of the
Territory. We have not the means of
verylyiug such reports, yet we bave nu
doubtl tost & considarible number of
such marrisges have been celebratad
wiih the knowledge, tﬂ»rubauun. and
sctive co-operation of leading 1oen of
thefMormon Church. Whether upun the
whole pohygiuous marriages are on
the dccrease in Utah 18 a g Lr on
which ~different opinivns ure ex-
Ereseed :batundoubtedly manypersous

ave been restrained by tone fear
of disfracchisement and the Penl-
tentiary, and we tuink It is
sule 1o say thatln the more enlightencd
portions of 1Be Territory, as, for ex-
ample, Salt Lake City and 1ts vicinity,
very few poelygamous marriages have
occurred witlhin the last year, while,
on the otner baod, in the rural dis-
tricts in some paits of the Territo
we bave resson Lo believe that suc
violations of the law are not iufre-

uent.

4 By the law of Congress the dulies of
1his Commission appertain 10 all clec-
tivns—territorial, county, precinct and
municipal. The municipsl elections
occur under Jegislative pruvisions or
local ordinances, at yarious timés dur-
jog the year; and at the proper time
pejore the election in each tlt{ angd
town we are to_'apfnin e
registration officers, judges ol election,
etc. This work was begun early in the
present year, Uesides, regis.ration
otficers for each county apd preginet
wereappointed to .the number of 230
and judgzes for the geweral electiom to
the nomber of over 800 were sclected
and commissioned. These officers
were chosen after diligent inyuiry as
to Lherr fitness and qualifications.

Under the local law, as mocifled by
tie act of Congress, two revisions of
the registration were made in the
gpring and summer, prepargiory Lo the
annuusl general election oucﬁ‘ £. 3, 4L
which time -there” were chosén three
seominissioners to Jocate university
lands,'" county sheriffs, clerks,propate
iudgua, selectwen, asseszors apd col-

ecturs, prosccuting atlorneys, treas-
-urers, coroners, and various preciuct
officers, such a4 justices of the peace
and coustables.

A buwrd of canvasgers, consisting of
tiree non-Mormons and two Mor-
mens, intelligent and reputable gen-
tiviuey, appuinted by this Commission,
asscmbled o S4it Lake City and can-
vassed the election returus: aod It ap-
pearcd that all the candidates of the
‘‘pPeople’s’’ or Moimon party (excepl
a [ew precinct officers) were selected,
and certificutes ef election were glven
accordiogly.

On Janusry 11, 1888, the Legislative
Assembly ¢f Utab met In Salc Lake
City, and remained in sesslon sixiLy
days. A bil concerning registrations
and elections was y both
housecs ot the Leg slative Assembly,but
{ailed to bécome & law through the dis-
approval ot the Governor.

‘ne effect of such bill wogld have
been to returm the registration gnd
¢lection machipery to tue local agen-
cles, from which they were taken by
the act of Copgress, and to restore to
the Morwmon people tae political power
of tLe Teirltory, in derogation of the
act of Congress referred to,

Since we submitted our last report,
{olnt resclutions have been; brought
orward, and are now pending lo both
houses of Congress, | propos an
amendment to the Coastitution of the
United States prohmpiting and punish-
ing lygamy in all the States, and in
sl! places wilhin the jurisdiction of the
United States; extending the judiclal

wer of . the Federal erement Lo
rosecution - of such offenses, and
counierring upon Congress the power to
provide lor thelr punishment, A blll
which passed the Senate at the last
session of Congress is pnow pending in
the llouse, waieb, with she amend-
ments grnpo-ml thereto by the Judl-
clgry Commitiee of the House, fur-
pishes @ comprehensive plan for the

treatment of wm affairs lo Utah.
Biils huve also u heretofore Intro-
duced into Corpgress Eropoalni: sub-
stantiaily to .bru&‘u the local legisia-
tive suthority in Utab, and jto substi-
tute a 1 -gislatlve commission to beap-
polntzd by the Presidect.

After tha careful and dellberate con-
siaersiion that bas evidently been
given by the Judicjgry Committees of
tne two houses of Congress to the re-~
commendations of ibe I'resident, the
su tions made throvgh the reports
of wnis Gommm‘hn‘ which clearly ap-
pears from the DbliIl referred to, in
which nearly all of our y commepda-
tions have been lucorporpted, we decin
it unnecessary to press our views jyr-
ther at this time upon the same topics.
But we consider it pot lmproper or
scperfluons to make some observations
in regard to the proposed coustitution-
ul ameodment. While we are of tne
opinion that this shonld pot supersede
other measurcs, we are sgtisfied that ic
would be au « ficlent fuctor in effectu-
sting the derired resuli, namely the
abrogation c¢f pelygamy wherever it
exisls wiikia tke jurisdiction of the
United States. Ju wddition to the
reasons so forcibly prescuted by ibe
Judiclary Comitier in thelr very able
report sccompunyirg the jolat resolu-

tlon, we would suggest that the
incorporatiop of ihis grov[-lon io
the Coobstitgtjon of the United
Btales wonld serye "J advertisement
to the people of all piyi)ized na-
tions that in the Uniled Sigleg polyg-

amy had be«n put uncera Lan ip the

most authoritative and vgipoatic man-

ner, 80 that ile woss Jguorant of the

deluded limmigrants might reasonably

be expected (o lake cogpizauce of the

constitutional Inhibition, and the con-
uences of violating the laws.

Inour last report we called attention
to the propriety of amending the im-
migration lJaws 80 as to extend their
application to the Mormons. The

resident, also, in his annual message
in Deeember last, called the attention
of Congress to the same subject. It
seems Lo us that such an act properly

uarded should be [ramed 8o as to for-

id the lmmigration of all aliens into
the United States who are g]inmuu,
or who uphold polygamy eir pro=
fession.

The fullness of detail with which we
bave in our former reporta set forth
the condition of affairs in Utah dis-

nses with the necessity of ia go-

ng into particulars, but we deem it

proper to present a ‘pnn;e. con-
tg.é.l‘:ed gin our report of November 18,
1 L

“As the Government has to deal here with
a people who are wonderfully superstitious
and fanatically devoted to their system of
religion, the public should not expect,as
the immediate resultl of the present laws of
Congress, nor indeed of any legislation,
however radical, the sudden overthrow of
polygamy ; and the most that eam be pre-
dicted of such legislation is, that it will, if
no step backward be taken, soon amelior-
ate the harder conditions of Hormonum‘
and hasten the day for its final extinction.’

Before cloeing this report we wish to
impress upon the Government and the
ple of the United States the magni-
tude of the evil with which we have to
contend, and the difficuities in the ap-
lication of a remedy. The total num-
Eur of Mormons throughout the world
is over 200.000, a large majority of whom
reside in Urah. While of these a great
majority of the aduits are not living fn
polygamy, yet eve erthodox member
of that chureh professes to believe in
it as a divine revelallon. The people
have been taught this dogma In their
temples, tabernacles, meeting-houses
sund Sunday schools, for a third of a
century. 'helr church organization
and ecclesiastical polity are marvels ol
ski'l and ability. Their leadérs are fer-
tile in resources, while the mass of Lhe
eople are fanatical and superstitious
o'a degree that bas seldom been wit-
nef&ed ia modern times.

In such a condition there is no rem-
edy that would be immediate in its ef-
fects except mihitary force, sad this
cannotnow beé applied, because no civ-
ilized governmen: In  this age will
warge a war of extermination against
unarmed men, women and chlldrenm,
But the evils existiug Im Utah caanot
be igonored by the &ovamment. De-
voted as the American. people are to
religions lhiberty W education, tra-
dition and congtitutional =anction,they
will never allow this Frinciple to be
subverted by the toleration or sanction
ot crime. Heie we ma{ u{. that while
we recognize the obligation of the
Government of the United States to
protect the persopal and properiy
rights of the Mormon people, collec-
tively and individually, and to deal
with them &8s’ equals ore the law,
yet it is equally the duty of the. ‘Gov-
groment Lo punish crime commtted
within itz jurisdi¢tlon; and relixglous
liberty cannot be pleaded as a bar to
punishment for criminal acts in viola-
tionof the laws of the land and of so0-
cial erder. :

The Mormon people ought to under-
stand this. If they expect a tolerstion
or proteciion of polygamy from any
party orfaction in this country,now or
hereafter, such expectation is valn
fotile., The Jawsx, then, must be en-
foreed. If present Jaws apd the pro-
posed amendments are not suflicient to
suppress the evil, more stringept ep-
actments must be adopted, and the re-
sult will be that ut no distant day this
relic of Aslatlc barbarism, this blot en
the fair fame of America, will be swept
from the land.
