The information which reached mo
is that the sheriff" arrested Berry
over a week ago, at the agency; that
Kerry persuaded the sheriff to ac
company him to the cantonment,
about four miles distant, where he
escaped from the sheriff". Two dis
patches were received here to-da- y

concerning him, one stating that he
is secreted by the Indians, the other
that he is protected by the com
mander of the iiost. I respectfully
request you to require the command
er or the post to deliver him to the
sheriff" of Gunnison County at Gun-
nison City. This will avoid the ne-
cessity of the sheriff" taking a Suite
force with him to make tho arrest,
although his efforts to escape have
strengthened the evidence as to his
guilt. I have no apprehension as to
his personal safety when once in the
custody of the shprjff at Gunnison.
