EASTERN.

Indlaua - Yeeting of the Democratie
State Central tommitter—A State
Convention Called —-Expression of
the FPeople—Tilden Must be In-
nugnrated.

INprayavorLis, Ind., 13. — The
democratic State central comnittee
met lere, to-day, pursusnut to the
request of the democratic electors,
to conslder the politice! situation.
Quite a number of prominent poli-
Lticiune, including llendricks and
the State ofticers, wiore present,
besides representatives from all the
congressional districis

lx-Copgressuian Julian, of the
Liouisiana visiting cotnmitive, gave
the opinion thuat the Louisiana elec-
tion was as quiel and peacenble as
that in Iudiana, and that Tilden
carried the =tate overwhelmingly.
He hoped the democracy would
have pluck to stand up for their
rights and meet the erisis. He was
aatisfled we shall have no war.

Governor Hendricks was called
for, but the chairman reminded the
audience of the Impropriety of his
spenking., The districts Lthen re-
ported feeling as follows:

First district—"1The people belisy-
ed Tllden legally elected, and were
disposed to see him threugh.

Second district—The people fa-
vored the inauguration of Tilden
wnid Hendricks.

Third district—DBuat little excite-
ment among the people, but they
were convineed of Tilden’s election,
and were willing to follow tbeir
leaders.

Fourth distiict—The people re-
quested the nState committee to de-
mand the iuauguration of Tilden,
and favored a State convention and
were willing to meet thecmergency
let it do what it might.

Sixth district —Our people favor
seeing our man duly installed in
office.

Eighth district—The people are
willing for a peaceable solution of
this question, provided It results in
the inauguration of Tilden.

Ninth district—Ureat excitement
among Lhe people, and some in-
clined to go to extremes, but did
not believe we ought to talk about
war; did not think the minority of
the United States would insist on
inaugurating a President. There
wasg certainly some way for & peace-
able gettlement, The people can
pot afford a civil war. Right is
right, and Lhe great and honest
republican party would sce that
right is carried out.

Tenth district—The people be-
Heved that Tilden should bo in-
augurated, and deprecated war
talk, altbough some of the working
classes were strongly inclined to
belligerency.

Eleventh, district—There was n
certain element decidedly for war,
but was looking to the action of this
meeting, and particularly wanted a
State cenvention to decide the plan
to be pursued. The feeling was Lhat
we must have our rights, peaceably
it we could, forcibly if necessary.

Twelfth district—We are deter-
mined that Tilden shall not be
counted out. Bubmission now
means submission for all time.

Thirteenth district—We are cx-
pecting this convention to take ini-
tial steps to securing the inaugura-
tion of Tilden.

A resolution was then adopled
calling a convention of the people,
regardless of past polltieal opinion,
at each county seat, on December
25d, to select and instruct delegates
to assemble in Btate conventlion at
Indianapolis, Jan. 5th, to consider
public atfairs and take such action
ns will secure the full execution of
the constitution and laws.

A committee was appointed to
prepare an address to the people,
and a recess was tulen untin thiee
v'eloek.

Theday for the Siate convention
is the imauguration day of Gover-
nor eleet Williams.

The Emma Mine Again-They Want
Thelr Money Unck.

NEW YoRrK, 13.=The case of the
Emma Silver Mining Co , luiited,
of London, vs, Trenor W. Puaik,;

Stewurt, to recover $3,000,000, wus
up for trial this afternoon belue
Judge Wallace in the United States
Circuit Court. Plaintifl’ is a cor
poration ereated in Nov., 1571, and
is now existing under the laws of
Gireat Dritain.  On Feb. 13, 1571,
Jas, I'. Day, Jeese Smith, Warren

Walker, M, H. Walker, Baml. B.
Waltker, David ¥. Chisholm, Robt.
15, Chisholm, M. M. Cunsaington
and John Cunnington, claimed
that they owned the Emma Mine,
Utah. ©On the same day Trenor
W. 'ark purehased half interest in
the property. Plaintifls believe
that Baxter and Stewart were in.
terested with Park, and that the
gominal price Park was to pay for
a halfl fnterest was $750,000, but that
only $375,000 was paid; that at the
time Park andhisassociates became
interested in the mine it was al-
must worked oul; the ore then re-
majping in the mine did not ex-
cesd in wvalue  $:50,000. The
defendants organized Im  April,
under the laws of the Slate of New
York, the Emma Silver Mining
(‘o,, with & nominal cajpital of

tifl'g for £1,000,000 sterling, or about
$5,000,000 in Upited States money.

Silliman, of New Haven, €onn.,
made a false report of the cendition

[of the mine, he being bribed by the
dafendants. ' They nlso claim that

the mine and its effects were not
worth more than $750,000. The
