the Education 'Act of the Gladstone Ad-
ministration. It is now attempted to be
introduced intothe city of New York, and
its merits are warmly canvassed on both
sides of the Atlantic.

The theory of all representallve instita-
tions is, that the majority should rule, and
cumulative voling does not directly con-
travene that theory; it only asks that mi-
norities should have their fair share of
representatives, who, though they cannot
CAITY INOASUres, sbould bave an opportu-
nity of belng heard upon them. FPraoctical-
ly this has been Lhe case under the present
system, inasmuch as constituencies have
been found to return representatives of
almoat every shado of political opinion; but
in any given electoral district, even though
it uld return soveral members, the
minority has no chance of sending even
one of them on the present plan; and it
is for wmsuoch districts the cumulative
plan is devised. Suppose, for Ins-
tance, that & country containing twelve
hundred votes roturns three members,
aod bas a majority of Lwo-thirds, or 300, on
ono side of politica, These, casting each
three votes, wounld make Z 400 votes, or
1,200 for emch of two members, whilst the
minority of 400, by giving all their three
(1,200) votes to one man, could make sure
of’mnrnlng him. Ifthe majority attempt-
ed to eloct all three, the minority counld
place thelr candidate at the b of the
poli. Where there are only two parlics,
this plan might work well enough; but
whore, as in the case of the School Act in
Eagland, there are soveral parties in each
oomstituency, the minorities, when com-
bined, may becoune a majority, as has
occurred in Birmingham.

Where a constituency is divided info a
variety of o8, a8 i the case in that city
with r to the Education yuestion, it is
difficult to caleulate beforebhand the num-
ber of representatives that each party or
combination of parties can elect; and if the
majority divide their votes among too
many, thoey allow the various minorities
each to elect their man or men, and so find
themsijves In 8 minocity upon the
whole, -

There Iy one advantagein party governs
ment, as compared with all Kinds of coali-
tions or mixed governments; namely, that
the in power miust bear the respon-
sibility of its measutes and appolntments.
There can, in that ¢ase, be no such shirking

Cumaulative voling would also. greatly
