A Larrce Somber Found Impure
TbeOhio State DairTand Food Com-

missioner. Gen S 11. Hurst, has inadf
public (Circular No. 0) the results of
the Commission's investigation of ba-

king powder. This Commission was
formed by the Legislature, with in-

structions to make an examination of
the food supply of the Slate, and to give
a report of such examination to the
public. The examination of the bakiuir
powders was made by Professor H. A.
Weber, State Chemist, and, relating as
it does to an article of daily use in the
tood of almost every one is of par-
ticular interest.

The rather startling fact is brought
out by the report that of the thirty dif-
ferent brands of baking powder ana
lyzed, composing about all those sold
in the State, twenty of them are made
from alum, a substance dc!ared by
the highest medical authorities to be
Injurious to health when used in food.

The Commissioner classifies the ba-

king powders into three general di-

visions, according to their value:
1st. Cream of Tartar Baking Pow-

ders ;

2d. Phosphate Baking Powders ;

3d. Alum Baking Powders.
The object of baking powders If,

when mixed in ihe flour aud subjected
tJ moisture, to generate a leaveninir
gas in the dough, which will raise the
bread and cause it to b porous ai.d
light. The Commissioner explalus that
the best baking powder is that which,
the ingredients being healthful, gives
off the largest .amount of leavening
ga and leaves the smallest amount ol
redduum in the bread. A small amount
of carbonate of ammonia, which Is
considered healthful, Is used in some
of the cream of tartar powders to give
them a higher strength. The Com-
mission say that pure alum Is un-

doubtedly a hurtful salt, and that tbe
resultant salts from its combination
with soda as formed in the bread, can
scarcely be less hurtful. The report
ranks the powders and shows the
amount iu each of inert resultants,
which in usine it would aooear as resi-
duum in tbe bread, as follows :

New York, Nov. 18. The general

term of the supreme court today re-

fused to ado t Hong Yen Chang, a
young Chinaman, as a member of the
bar, he having passed an examination;
When he presented himself for ex-

amination, ne made affidavit that he
was a resident of this state and bad
applied to the United States district
court to be made a citizen. He was
refused on the ground that the exist-
ing laws forbade the naturalization of
Chinese subjects. Chang had an act
for his relief passed by tbe last iegis-atur- o.
