March. 1S53, and were immediately
summoned to appear before the police

Ceylon. The Ceylon missionaries en-
countered much opposition, partlycaused by the circulation of a large
number of tracts from Europe contain
ing misrepresentations and lies. At
Ualle tne newspapers advised the peo-
ple not to receive"Mormon"ml3alonaries
into their heuses lest they should be-
come partakers of their evil deeds,
which counsel was Implicitly obeyed.
The missionaries had au introduction
to a gentlemau living at Col umbo,
seventy miles distant aud proceededthither. Elder Dewey sacrificed his
watch to get a little something to eat.
On their return they passed through
thirty-seve-n towns and witnessed the
'immoral practices and social degrad-ation of the inhabitants, who practice

i polyandry. They visited high aud low,
.priest aud people, but they would
neither open their doors for preaching,nor feed the missionaries without beingwell paid.

I Elder Savage remained in Birmah,
nearly two years without being able to

j establish a branch. , Elder Luddlngton
proceeded to Bankok, Siam, where he

I was stoned and rejected,
i South Africa. In 1SS3, Elders Jesse

Haven, William Walker, and L. I.
Smith arrived at the Cape of Good Hope.Tha first three meetings held in Cape
Town were broken up by rioters. Elders
Smith and Walker weut into the coun-
try- where they obtained a foothold and
commenced to baptize. Elder Haven
remained and preached amid much op--l!

position and raised up jx branch uf the
1 church. .Eider Walker proceeded to
TFort Beaufort and baptized several,
f Elder Smith labored around Fort Eliza- -

beth and organized a small conference.
: tsanawicn umcs.m mo iail or laoO, a
number of Elders were sent to the
Sandwich Islauds. After laboriug till
April, 18ol,the President of the mission
and others concluded to leave. But El-
der Geo. U- - Cannon and several Elders
remained, and after acquiring the lan-
guage baptized hundreds. . Elder Can-
non translated and published an edi-
tion of the Book of Mormon in the
Hawaiian language. '

; West Indies. Elder Aaron F. Farr,
1 Darwin BIchardson, Jesse Turpin and
I A. B. Lanibson lauded at Jamaica, in
the West Indies, Jan. 10th, 1853. Theycalled upon the American consul. Mr.
Harrison, who advised them to hire a
hall and announce public preaching,' as the laws extended toleration to all
sects, which they accordingly did; but a
mob numbering one hundred and fifty
persons, gathered around the buildingand threatened to tear it down were
these polygamlsts,as they termed the
Elders, permitted to preach therein.
Unless the Elders could give securityfor the price of the hall the landlord
objected to them holding the meeting.The Elders informed him that theywere not there to enforce their prlnci- -

i pies upon uie people to quell mobs,nor to protect property, but to preach
I the gospel of Jesus Christ to those who
I were willing, to hear. The Elders got

away from , the Island safely, though. while they remained on the Island
they had to run the gauntlet, and two
of them were shot at by anezro. 1
