by the hnman family and say that, ifthe principles of the gospel of Christ were
universally observed the evils of everykind now so abundant in all parts of the
world would be known no more.. Then it
is for as, to whom this gospel has been
revealed, to leam what is right, and to be
faithful in practising It, and the more
faithful we are In applying ourselves to
this important duty, the more speedilywill evil disappear from amongst us, and
the salvation promised by the gospel be bynsenJorrudthatis precisely what we

I hat been much interested daring-- oar
meetings in this Conference, and, with
yon, I measurably realize the benefits to be
derived in thus assembling together, via
my reflections in reference to some remarks
that have been made X have been led to
aak myself What la crime? Simply a
transgression of the law, human or di-
vine. What la law? It Is, or should be, a
rale of order founded in Justice, for the
benefit of those to whom it may apply.
Now, so far aa we are concerned in regard
to law; we are under divine law, the gos-
pel, the grand plan of salvation'! a law
that la perfect, plain and simple aa well aa
jaat, and applicable to tho whole haman
ramuy at au tunes, ana in tais we snonia
re 1alee. Bat we are also under human
laws aa well, we pertain to a number of
whs tare termed human governments, sub
ject, in a rreater or toss degree, to man
made institutions, ana are tney penecir
No, each aad every one of them, notwith-
standing the intelligence possessed by
mankind, and their centurtea of wpe-rlenc- e,

contain the seeds of their own ais- -
soluUcav and, n tne providences ex uoa
they are all destined, in their timeycoed by the eov

-i mm n t. ana Kineuom oi uoa upon uio
earth a fact at which every human belog
should rejoice. Bat do they? Does even
that portion of the world termed Christian
reloicein the usherine in of the kingdom
of God upon the earth? I am sorry to
aay, and chagrined for humanity at being
compelled te say, that all Christendom,
almost to a unit, pernaps as xaucn a unit
on that subject as upon any one thing, al-

though- they have the Bible in their hands,
are opposed to the establishment of the
government of Ood upon the earth. What
folly, absurdity and inconsistency on the
part of so-call- Christendom to oppose
that Which was devised in the wisdom of
the Oods in the eternal worlds and which,
in its very nature and constitution, is cal-
culated to benefit and to promote, to the
utmost possible degree, the welfare of
mankind in all their relations! u ' '

What about the government underwhich
we live? : Why, it la one of tbe very beat;
aa to Its form, thst the hnm anif
have ever devised.' It waa founded by

honorable, upright, liberal . and
high-minde- d men who, in framing the con-

stitution, were measurably Inspired by
that Holy Spirit which our Father lathe
heavens bestow apon whom he will. That
is the view that we, aa Latter-da- y Saints,
have Iri regard to the fundamental or basic
instrument of the government of the
United States termed the Constitution;
and however much we may be misrepre-
sented i maligned or lied about in regard
to that matter, as a people we are loyal to
that constitution to the minutest principle
therein contained. We understand that
constitution its spirit aa well as its letter

and, ao far aa it is observed, it is a very
excellent instrument for the conducting of
human .affairs. We are a people that up-
hold that constitution, ana we ever have
done so, and take great pleasure in doing
so, and; so also with every constitutional
law- - and I am at the defiance of the wide
world to truthfully controvert the state-
ment that we, aa Latter-da- y Satnta, have
ever transgressed one single particle of
constitutional law, or have ever had any
occaalen to do so, or ever will have in obey-
ing the principles of the gospel and labor-
ing to build up and establish the kingdom
of Ood on the earth. What do you think
of that? The world, will tell you that we
are a terrible set, that we are dialoyal, ig-
norant,! etupid, fanatical, bigoted, de-
ceivers and deceived,and in all these state-

Now, you heard me say constitutional
law. Mark it well. I understand,aa a gen-
eral thing, somewhat of what I am saying
