the Delegates, I believe, on this
matter the power is exercised
carefully and to the satisfaction of
the people. In three of the Terri
tories it is exercised by the judges.
In one of the Territories, In Utah,
which Is exceptional in a great
many respects, it "Is exercised . bytue Governor or tne Territory.

Now, it is proposed that the rule
shall be made imperative which
applies at present to a minority of
thesi Territories, that the power
snail be taken away fiom tne Lieg--
isiature ami coaieirea on uie J uar
es.
