Ix the event of the consummation of
foreshadowed attempts to divert a
congressional appropriation of $40,000
from the purpose for which it was ex-

pressly Bet apart, we deem it import
ant to keep track of certain operations.

As erroneous representations have
been made in regard to the, payment of

and of money received by her while in
Washington in the interest of the
Women's Christian Industrial Home, it
is due to her as well as tne association
tbat a statement of facts be givento j the public. Mrs. Newman was
elec e l a delegate by the association to
go to wasnington to secure an appro-
priation, if possible, for the "Honse."
Thirty days was considered ample
time for this work. Mrs. New
man had Dreviouslv made a lu
crative engagement with the Lecture
Bureau which she postponed until May,
teat sne might accept tne appointment to act as delegate for the asso
ciation. But the appropriation not be-

ing secured until the very closing hours
of the session, Mrs. Newman stood
firm at her post, abandoning her en
pavements with the Bureau, not only
for May and June, but for September,
October and November. It was under
stood tbat Mrs. Newman a) expenseswere to be paid oy the association, but
there was aeiav in raising tne lunus,
and Mrs. Newman assumed the risk
and went te Washington at her own
expense. Up to the time of the passage
ot me Dm in August, emng tne asso
ciation $40,000. Mrs. Newman
had received lust $105, as shown by
the treasurer's book. The entire
amount paid by this association to
Mrs. Newman up to this date is but
$511. a large amount of which was con
tributed by a generous public. This,
for a woman's expenses, live months
in Washington, single handed and
alone fighting a powerful lobby. The
entire amount paid from the time she
came to Utah, early in March, to the
time of the passage ot the bill in Au
gust, little more than covered the loss
of engagements contracted for with
the Lecture Bureau in March. The
association does not feel that Mrs.
Newman has yet been fully reimbursed
for actual expenses incurred, but the
amount paid, $511, is the s amount
brought in by her as expenses.

If the foregoing Is a pointer at all to
the financial status of the "Industrial
Home Association," organized for the
benefit of Methodists, Presbyterians,
Baptists, Congregationalists and oth
ers, it indicates that the appropriation

obtained on the plea that it was
needed for the relief of "Mormon
women who renounce : poljgamy
and their children of tender
age" is all or nearly all the
money upon which the institution ex-

pects to operate. It appears to a per
son up a tree and looking down that
there arc three horns to the dilemma
by which the association and its prin-
cipal agent find themselves confronted
(I) To use the money obtained from
the national treasury la conformity
with the law. (2) To use it for people
of their own classes and denomina
tions, and thus perpetrate j a fraud,
(3) Go to Congress at its next
session and ask tor a special act on the
subject, on the plea that the appropri
ation was obtained on false represen
tations made before a Congressional
committee, in the public prints and
otherwise.

MYSTERIOUS PIIKNOMKNA.

Almost If not quite simultaneously
with the occurrence of the first shocks
Of the great e arthquake at Charleston,
some ' extraordinary phenomena oc
curred, on a large 6cale, in the arctic
regions, of which it peems difficult if

ot imropt-it-l- c to give any plausible
explanation on a scientific bapis. Con
cerning the occurrences
and iithts in the legion and at the
time referred to, an exchange has the
following:

one could not sec his Land before him.
A furious gale was blowing at the
time, and the lead was the only guide.
Uupt. uoruon. commander of the ex
pedition. is of the opinion that
treat fires were raging in the center of
laoraoor, ana that the dense smoRe
and heat which about tbat time was
experienced along the coast Irora the
gulf of St. Lawrence to Cape Breton
was due to tnis cttUbe."

A Chicago paper, commenting upon
Captain Gordon's theory of the cause
of the phenomena, shows that it is
hot plausible, as Labrador is
ai sparsely timbered country
producing but little vegetation
of any kind, and from what
is known of it, there is not sufficient
cbmbustable material on the entire
peninsula to produce such results as
those described by the officers of the
Alert. The fact seems to be that the
causes of the phenomena are shrouded
in mystery, making them appear all
the more wonderful, but the report re-

garding them, coming from govern-
ment officers who have 3 had a
scientific training and a discipline in
the naval service, and who could have
no possible object in fabricating such

description, is doubtless correct.

The other fellow's anxi
ety to possess the violin seems to have
been suddenly suppressed, for bo never

Ekckntly we drew the attention ol
the Priesthood a'sd Saints to the Im

portant character o! their duties in re-

lation to tithes, Offerings and certain
matters pertaining to Ladies' lie) id
Societies. There are many other prac
tical matters that are largely, and some
t them almost totally, neglected. As

they are at the root of spiritual Me,
they cannot be ignored with impunity.

The Lord, when He organized the
Church, instituted a complete system,
which has attracted the wonder ol
those even who are opposed to
It. It is to be presumed
that He Instituted no superfluity
In connection with the religious body
It is not only absurd bat sacrilegious
to suppose such a thing. Yet as a
Church we largely denote by our ac
tions that we entertain such a concept
tlon of His doings. He has provided
lor etery branch jof laber necessary to
carry the work of establishing the
truth on the earth to a successful issue
Throuzh the active operation of the
Higher Priesthood the Gospel Is car-

rled to the nations afar and the people
who accept the divine mep&age are
gathered to the place appointed as the
present central location of the Church.

Equal provision has been made by
divine wisdom and appointment to
conyey the Gospel to the people after
they come here, not only through the
asrency of public meetings, but to take
It in letter and spirit, to their firesides
If one half the zeal were manifested in
the latter department ot the labor that
is exhibited in the- - former, the genera
condition of the people would be In
comparably in advance of what it is
Not only is the home department
of evangelization censorably neglect
ed, but eon of the means by
which it can"" be successfully pros
ecuted are practically set aside
The right to thus Ignore an instrumen
tallty which has been divinely insti
tuted Is, to put it mildly, decidedly
Questionable.

In connection with this subject it
may be consistently asked : Where is
the Priest? Has he, so far as his prac-
tical duties are concerned, been
shelved as effectively as some people
Clspose of the books containing the
revelations of the ; Lord to the people
In this last dispensation? If he
has been thus laid away, we will
lift him from the obscure corner Into
which he has been thrust and see
whether the dust-mar- ks can b e wiped
from bis garments, which have cer-

tainly not been worn threadbare by
hard work. If he is left to rust or be
covered over with cob-web- s, how
much better is the situation of his eu
perlors in office than that of the anti- -
revelation sectarian preacher, who ex
claims in relation to the glorious gifts
of the Gospel enjoyed anciently
These things are all done away, being

no longer needed?" Not much better.
It any, so far as the setting aside of any
one thing which the Lord has establish
ed for a purpose is concerned.

An application to the Book of Doc
trine and Covenants (page 125) shows
that "The Priest's duty is to preach,
teach, expound, exhort, and baptize",
and administer "the sacrament, and
vitit the house of each member, and ex
hort them to pray vocally and in secret
and attend to all family duties." .He
Is empowered, by virtue of his calling,
and by appointment which latter
however, in these days, he seldom re
ceivesto carry the . Gospel into the
nouses of Saints.

It fmay be urged that there are so
few Priests pure and simple that to
Bee', them for a labor eo extensive is

scarcely' practicable. This scarcity is
caused by so many of .the brethren
having been ordained to the higher
offices of the Priesthood. But this is
no practical reason at all; otherwise it
would apply with equal force to the
Teacher. It is safe to eay that com

paratively few of those who officiate In
the latter capacity hold the
office. being merely - authorized to
act in it by ; appointment, ; on
the rule that the higher officer can le
gally perform the functions of the
lesser. If this rulelslgood In refer
ence to the Teacher it has equal weight
with regard to the Priest.

This carrying of the Gospel, with its
benign spirit and blessing into - the
homes of the Saints must be attended
to, If it is not, there will continue to
be, as there Is, t a large extent, a

spiritual sickness that needs dispel
ling, it is necessary to meet every
class of cases. None should be denied
the bread of life not one. If It
Is necessary to keep spiritual
life glowing in the bosoms of those
who are situated so they can attend

the public gatherings of the Sainfo,
how much more powerfully does this
have application with regard to those
who cannot? There are hundreds, and
we might not be far out of the way In
Mying thousands! of people more
especially our slsWrs, people who are
trick, and those whose circumstances
detain them, who do not have op-

portunities of meeting la public
gatherings, and they are therefore
denied the privilege of partaking of the
eacrament ot the Lord's supper and
other (blessings refreshing to the soul.
And they are thus permitted to lan-

guish In spiritual obscurity. . Thi is
all wrong, especially as the Lord, baa
provided for these blessings to be con-

veyed to those who are unable to go to
Hie places where they are ordinarily
dispensed.' ?. jA , , . kJ,
