The flie soocn began to
sweep everything before it, and keépt
on until it literally burpea itself ont,
All efforts to curb proved unavalling.
Tonight bhundreds of families are
camping ont In the openair. The losa
is hard to esthmate. It will Trobably
reach three quarters of a milllon with
light insurauce.

The scene was one never to be for-
goiten. All the dwelllogs were mlser-
able shanlies or cottages, principally
cccupied by milli bhands. The houses
were pearly as dry as tioder, and in
every lustance the occupants barely
escaped witha thelr lives. Women,
wild with terror,rushed around search-
ing for their children. The wind and
smmoke tending to increase the con-
fusion. No lives are reported lost
though many sick people were rescue
from a terrible fate but not a moment
to0 s00n.
