A circular was Issued to-d- ay from
the office of the Third Asa la tan t
Postmaster (Jeneral, officially noti-
fy Id g postmasters throughout the
United States of the reduction In
postage rates, to take effect on the
m or October, and directing them
to make preparation for It. Post-
masters are notified that It la desir-
able to have as 100811 a stock of the
present three cent stamps and
stamped envelopes as possible on
hand when the redaction goes Into
effect. They are accordingly In-
structed to limit their requisitions
for stamps aud envelopes of this de-
nomination to such quantities as
upon careful estimate they may
deem sufficient to last until the 1st
of October, lje Also directs that as
no arrangements have been made
for the redemption of three cent
stamps and envelopes In the hands
of postmasters, or for exchange by
postmasters of these stamps and
envelopes! in the hands of private
holders, until rurther notice post-
masters will not make exchanges
for the public nor return to the De-

partment the stock that remains on
their hands after October 1st, Post-
masters are, however, notified that
as two and three cent stamps and
envelopes of the present Issue will
continue to be valid after taat date,
they mast be accepted in payment
of postage when offered in the pro-
per amount; that three cent stamps
can be' used in combination with
other denominations on letters re-

quiring more than one rate, and on
parcels; also announces tnai trie

will be ready to issue
two cent stamps of the new design
an the 15th of Sept., but these
stamps and envelopes must not be
placed on sale or used by postmasters
before October 1st. - Also, that no
three cent stamps will be issued after
Sept. lith unless the requisition
therefor is accompanied by the state-
ment that they are needed for im-
mediate use: that the fully supply
asked for will become exhausted by
Octoter 1st. - Further, that no three
cent stamped envelopes will be sent
after the 81st of August unices re
quisitions for them are accompanied
by a similar statement. The circu
lar further Instructs postmasters as
to the design for the new two cent
and four cent stamped envelopes. It
notifies them that the prices for

New Yohk, 19. At about 10.30
o'clock this morning, a spark from
an engine fell into a pile of Jute
which liad just been landed on Har-beck- 's

dock from the ship Laivrenoe
Dilop from Calcutta. The dock was
filled with heaps of Jute and coffee.
The flames spread with rapidity,
and In - few minutes the entire
dock wai ablaze. Dilop was the first
vessel to catch fire, and all her rig-
ging was "burned before sbe oould be
towed out. Next to her oh the
routh sloe of the dock was the ship

iPeraevcranos, also from Calcutta,which arrived - veatarriav? and nn
the north tide Jay the ship Col.
Adamt from Calcutta, To both of
these veseels the flames communi
cated, and the crew Jumped over
board for safety. When tne Bremen
reached the dck the supports of the
roof gave way.imrnmg over a aczen
firemen and dockhanda beneath the
ruins. A rescuing party was quick
ly formed, and the men dragged out
from tne blazing rafter; none dead,
but all more or less burned and
bruised. Just then a break occurred
in the crowd and the chief of the
ba tali ion cave orders, "clear the
dock," as the ship Lawrena. Dllop
which was now on ore a cove and
below contained 4,600 pounds of salt
petre. A rush; was made by the
crowd to ' the farther end of the
dock. While this was going on, a
hoisting derrick from which the sup
norts had been burned, ten over on
the wharf with a crash, knocking
two dock men overboard.

Custom House Inspector Harra
din, in attempting to escape from
the ship uoi. Aaamt. was severely
burned about the fac and hands
The ships Perttvercmce and Col.
Adams had by this time been tow d
far out Into the stream, and the
firemen were pouring streams into
their holds. The efforts of the fire
men were mainly directed to. ex-

tinguish the flames on board the
Laicrtr.cs iniop, on wnicn it was
momentarily feared an explosion
would take place. At ll.oOsne was
still biasing fiercely, but the extent
of the losses were unknown, though
unaouDteaiy neavy.

Later. The district officer At llar--
beck'o Docks stated that the captain
of the Lavntnct Dilop, with his
wife and three children, was report
ed drowned. - Two dock hands were
also reported drowned, and one sail
or killed by railing timber. The
loss Is now estimated at between
two and three million dollars.

Three men were seen to throw the
trunk of Captain Grove of the shipLawrencs Deloo overboard, contain
ing 2,000 and 4,000 worth of Jewel
ry belonging to his wife. It was
picked up by river thieves who
rifled Jt.The wife and child of Grove
were saved. TweJva firemen were
badly injured by the falling ba of
the burning roof of the pier, but
only one is thought ' to be fatallyhurt. The ship Delop was burned
to the water's edge. She was valu
ed, with carzo. at 1150.000. The
ship Col, Adeems was berried at the
pier. The bark fertevcrance floated
into the stream and burned to the
water's edge. The total loss is now
estimated at x1,000,000.
