The
places of egress should be ample in
number and size. There should be
no constriction of passage way, no
concentration of the whole or very
large poitlons of the audience at
one or two places of egress. There
should be no long, devious passage
entrances and exits to any part of
the building, at least for

All the places of- - egress
should bring the various depart-
ments of the auditorium into com--,

munication with the open street
with all practicable immedlateness.
At all the places of egress the doors
should open outwards, and when
there is an audience in the build,
ing, hhould always be in a condi-
tion to open easily and Instantly.

These and similar rules for the
prevention of terrible disasters de

THE BROOKLYN THEATRE
HORROR.

i'v. dreadful accidents In public
liIM!ng Lave occurred lately in
two 'widely distant parts of the
i ijioii. Within a week or two of
:ch other, the aewd of two appal-theatr- e

diHitxtern has fallen
horrifyingly ujou the public ear.
Tht-fct- t terrible occurrences were not

uud the other by fire, but the horroru

f l.jth maybe traced to oneelasn of

faulty construction. The
lir-- d was the fall of the floor and

ilh i it s of the Sacramento theatre,
when Ullod with people, the II rst
night of it use, and the second the
hunting of the Brooklyn theatre
with a fatal result to so many per-
sons caught In the burning build-

ing.
Thu Sacramento building wan

faulty, because the lloor
and galleries were not sufficiently
supported to hold aafely a large
body of people. Thu Brooklyn
theatre was faulty in not being pro-
vided with buflicient places of
speedy exit in times of great emer-

gency. Both teach the lesson that
it is urgently advisable that strin-
gent municipal or other adequate
regulations be established and car-
ried out regarding the construction
of buildings in which great masses
of people are wont to assemble. If
the Sacramento theatre had been
built uflicieutly strong, the fatal
fall of its lloor and galleries would
not have occurred. A stringent
munieipil or other law upon the
subject, supplemented by careful
cllicial inspection, would have pre
vented that horrifying accident,
and would have saved much suf
fering and woe to Individuals and
the community, aa well aa a num-
ber of lives, and harrowing remin
iscences to the saved and the spec
tutor.

But what shall be said of the
Brooklyn horror? That terrible
holocaust to human fright and hu-

man negligence as .to the proper
construction of buildings of com-
mon and extensive public resort
was of a nature to shock the whole
cointry, and ought to prove a suffi-

cient waiViiug to constructors of
mich J laces to amend their designs.

In thu first place it may be said
that in cases of fire, or of sudden
and great alarm from any cause,
puop hlumM not lose their senses,
but should keep cool, and then
there would not bo such terrible
eventualities as that of the Brook
Iyn theatre, wherein above three
hundred iople were trampled,
crushed, u (located, and burned,
cooked to death. But this is beg
g!ng the t ucstion a good deal. On
imminent occasions, sometimes
with real cause, and sometimes on
a false alarm, people have always
been subject to be panic-stricke- n,

and in all probability always will
be. Soldiers on tho battle field, and
even veteran troops, inured to war's
alarms, aro sometimes panle-stric- k

en. Theiu "Were some excellent
Union soldiers at Bull Bun, yet
there was a tremendous Bull Run
raco back to Washington notwith
standing. Individuals of undoubt
'd courage and bravery, who were

a host in themselves and who could
meet a host undismayed, have at
times manifested unaccountable
fear and even cowrrdice. Much
more are the common people, gath
ercd indiscriminately as to age, sex,
condition and character, liable to
panics, and especially in the face
of leal and terrible daner, such as
that at the Brooklyn theatre.

Such is nature in the human
being, ant! seeing that it is useless
to expect the course of nature to be
reversed on such occasions, it is
consequently useless to expect
that masses of human beings will
not become panic-strick- en and act
without reason or sense, la mo-
ments of great alarm, either false
or with good cause.

In the next place, then, the
only preventive means that can be
taken advantage of ia cass of this
kind, is tho more favorable con-
struction of public buildings, with
particular regard to facilities for
egress to masses of people, that is,
to large audiences. In this respect
many public buildings are extreme-
ly faulty. There are theatres, for
instance, the entrances to portions
of which for the audience are
through long, narrow, circuitous
or serpentine passage. In a case
of alarm, how long would It take
for one of these narrow, winding
passages to be blocked up, from
lloor to ceiling, by the bodies ef the
affrighted audience, packed to-

gether like sardines? Not a quarter
of a minute. Then would come, in
these contracted, sinuous passages,
darkness, suffocation, and death,
horrors upon horrors, to which the
Black Hole of Calcutta even could
not furnish a parallel. That catas-

trophes of this kind, each involv-

ing the lives cf from one to two
thousand people, do not occur
much oftener than they do is

Calamity at the Brooklyn Theatre.

The dimensions of the awful calm.
mity which has befallen the city of
Brooklyn, and the consequent loss
of life, have not yet been realized;
enough is known, however, to
make it certain that the catastrophe
ranks among the most fatal of the
kind ever recorded. According to
thestatements of all the parties who
profess'to know anytmng as to the
origin of the fire, it began on the
stage. The business manager says
the piece of canvass of which the
trees, etc., were made, was broken
from its fastenings and hung from
the flies, immediately over on of
the border lights, near the centre
ot the stage. The canvass had bo--
gun to smoulder and the paint on
it to crackle, and the carpenter was
directed to ascend to one of the
grooves and remove the dangerous

sage, and a big, powerful woman
tore her way through and came
toward me with scarcely any
clothes on her back, and with
hlood etreamlner from her nostrils
Two decent looking boys got to
gether in tho front row, and l saw
them clambering over the seats
and squeezing their bodies througl
the crowd; one of them was thrown
uown,, and .tne oiuer turneu anu
called him wildly, by name.

A. M. Palmer, one of the lessees

300 persons in the dress circle; 250
persons In the parquette; "1 actors
speaking to tne people; supernu
merarieK 10 stage hands; 12 musi
clans; total 1,018; or, including
dressers and other subordinates, in
all about 1,050 persons. A fault in
the construction of the burnt build-
ing, and one of which there is rea
son to believe the dreadful loss of
life in the gallery is, in a largemeasure attributable, was the use
of the painted cloth for the ceiling.
The canvass caught easily, and
burned rapidly; of course the flames
followed it to the ventilator at the
top, making the dome a funnel of
fire right over the heads of the peo-
ple in the gallery. It seems more
than probable that the smoke and
fire, in the midst of which theywere thus placed, destroyed the
lives of many persons who mightelse have escaped.
