to get it done iu Congress, but It was
not done. I fought the campaignfor Hayes in 1870 to have that done
under the promise of the platform
aud party leaders that it should be
done, and what was the result? The
very Urst act of llayea' administra-
tion was to turn over Louisiana and
South Carolina, where It was claim
ed there were republican govern
ments elected by negro votes, or else
Hayes was not elected; Where that
was the fact, he gave the govern-
ments so elected over to the demo-
crats. From that hour, for four
years, not one thing has been at-
tempted to bw-ydof- e in relief of
colored men or anybody else. It is
true ltttle attempts "have been made
to stop the illicit distilling of
whisky and brandy in the south,
and some men. killed by
lawless distillers, and tKeir murder-
ers have not been punished.

"Until further notice, the Assist
ant Treasurer at New York will pay
at his counter standard silver dollars
or silver certificates in sums of $10
or any multiple thereof in exchange
for like amounts of gold com or gold
bullion denosited with him uuon re
ceipt by the Treasurer of the United
states, in tnis city, ot an original
certificate of deposit by the United
States Assistant Treasurer at New
York, with him gold coin or gold
bullion in the sum of $10 or any
multinle thereof, navment of like
amount in standard silver dollars or
silver certificates at the counter of
any United (suites Assistant Trea
surer designated by the depositor
will be ordered."

For the week ending to-da- y there
has been 822,490 standard silver dol
lars shipped from the Treasuiy De
partment for distribution. During
the same period in lsy. there were
359,493 shipped.
