THE TWENTY-FOURTH IN THE
COUNTRY.

COALVILLE,

At daylight the 24th was an-
uounced by a salute of ten guns,
followed by a salute at suunrise,
when the star spangied bauner was
unfurled on the liberty pole, the
brass band opened its music, and
marched down Main Street.

At Ya.m. asalute of three guns
called the citizens to assemble al
the meeting house, where a proces-

“*Mothers in Israel;'"" 24 young gen-
tlernen, with bannser, ““God is Our
Guidey” 24 younyg ladies, with ban-
ner, **Virtue and Chastity;” city
and county officers; committes of
arrangements;sSunday School child-
ren, with banners;, “Innocence,”
“Parity;” choir, with baunner,
“Praise ye the lLord.” The fullow-
ing were drawn in wagous—The
Relief Society, with banner, “We
Live not for Ourselves;" Retrench-
ment BSocielty, with baaner, *'Re-
trenchment;" flericulture, Father
Beard, with sage brush and prickly
pears, **As it Was;"" Thomas Beard
with a tree, covered with flowers
and vepetables, ““Asg it Can Be;”
they made a very striking compar-
ison; Co operative Manufacturing
Clo., Jumes Wignall and Edward
Rhead, at work, planing and saw-
ing; stone masons, Charles Lusty
cutting stone; brickmakers, Frost
and som making bricks; butchers,
Thomas Copley cutting up a mut-
ton; sheoemakers, T. H., Wright,
shoemaking; blacksmith, with sign
board, “General Blacksmith and
Fisherman, an anvil on its side,
and fishing rod with stutled clothes,
representing “Dummy” Peterson;
a long line of wagons filled with
people,

At ten o’clock a salute was fired,
when the band struck up a lively
tune, and the proces<ion marched
down Main Street to thelbowery in
the Park.

When all were seated who could
Le crowded In,a gun was tired,when
the band play ed.

The assembly was called to order
by the Mayor, singing by the cheir.
Prayer by the chaplain,Robert Sal-
mon. BSinging by the Sunday
School children.

Alma L. Bmith, otatorof the day,
delivered an excelleut oration.

Glun fired.

Thomas Bullock, a Pioneer, real
over the list of Ploneers, stating
who were living, and where, and
who were repoerted dead, according
to the best information he eould
get, and requested that if any error
was read the people would assist in
correcting it. I}le also related seve-
ral incidents in their travels.

One gun fired.

Arza E. Hinckley, on behalf of
the Mormon Buttnl‘ion, delivered
an address on the Battalion.

Ome gun fired.

Choir sang, ‘““Praise the Lord in
his Holiness.” Toasts were then
read by the mayor. Sunday school
childrensang“Qur Jubilee.” Prayer
by the chaplain.

Intermission for eme Lhour.

During recess, the Sunday School
children and choirs were refreshed
with sandwiches and lemonade,

In the afternoon there were vari-
ous amueements, John Hemy
Holson was the winner of the first
race in sacks, and Thomas Welch
was the winner of the second race.
Conrad Stanley won the steer in
horse racing. John MeFee was the
winner in the fost race. A pig
eleven months old well greased was
let out of a sack, which was raced
and was caught by John McFee,

The children enjoyed their dance
in the bowery through the after-
noot.

In the evening, the upper room
of the Court House was filled, and
dancing was kept up till nr}'ornlng.
