Three
ladies made the attempt In this city,
but the inspectors refused . to take
their votes. In one or two cases In
this city aad Brooklyn when offers to
vote and be sworn as voters were re-
fused, solemn protests were eatered,
and in all probability legal proceed-
ings will follow if the courts will take
action. It. was only last winter that
the women suffrage party came to the
cnclaaion that woioea could vote un-
der tfaa constitution of ha State, and
consequently (or the fljst time a con-
siderable number attempted to exer-
cise what they thought to be their
right. It is said next year th women
of the State will make a similar at-

tempt in larger numbers. It la found
that a large number of women have
