London April 15 1S9S This morn
ing the writer had occasion to stand
for a few brief minutes outside a well
known bank situated on a still better
known thoroughfare or the modern
Babylon en passant He had ho
business to transact at the aforesaid
bank but It a fellow must loaf let him
at lent keep up appearances vlda the
Knutsford rotunda at 8 pm any
evening Tophatteil and satin faced
Prince Alberted humanity was scurry-
Ing long on business bent Presently
an object who seemed sadly out of
place amidst the atmosphere of stocks
and honda hove In sight one of those
poor creatures who are down nt heel
Uncollarel unalloyed and withal un
kempt poverty personified He was
dining sumptuously from the contents
cf a greasy place of newspaper not the
Cuban crisis but a penny worth of

fried fish cooked In horse oil and
