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TREATMENT FOR PERSONS
APPARENTLY DROWNED.

How Animation May be Restored.

Four Rules that are Commended.

The annual report of the United
States Life-saving Service, just pub=
lished, contains, amohg its 400 pages of
interesting reading, some information
about the treatment ¢f hali-drowned
persons which is of the greatest value
to the tens of thousands of people
about sétting off upon their summer
vacation. Here are the rules dictated
by experlence:

Rule 1. Unless In danger of freezing,
do move the patient, but instantly
expo®® the face Lo a current of fresh
air, wipe dry the mouth and postrils,
rip the clotaing, so as to expose the
chest and waist, and give two or
three quick, smarting slaps on the
stomach and chest with the open hand.
If, however, there {8 reason to
believe that consideraigle time Las
elapsed since the patient became in-
sensible do not lose further time by
practicing Rule 1, but proceed immedi-
atel to After loosening
clothes, etc., if the patient does not
revive, then proceed as stated in Rule
2

Rule 2. If the jaws are clinched,
geparate them and keep the mouth
open by placing between the teéth a
cork or small bit of wood; turn the
patient on the face, & large bundle of
tightly-rolled clothing being placed be-
neath the stomach, and press heavily
over it for half a minute, or so long as
fluid flows freely from the mouth.

Rule 8. To produce breathing, clear
the mouth and throat ‘of wucus, by
introducing into the throat the corner
of a handkerchief wrapped closely
around the forefinger; turn the patient
on the back, the roll of cluthing being
80 placed beneath it as to raise the

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pit of the stomach above the
level of any other art of
the body. 11 there e an-

other person present, let him, with a
piece ol dry cloth, nold the tip of the
tongue out of one corner of the mouth
(this prevents the tongue from falling
back and choking the entrance to the
windpipe), and with the other hand
grasp both wrists and keep the arms
forcibly stretched back above the head,
thereby locreasing the prominence of
the ribs, which tends to enlarge the
chest. The two last-named positions
are not, however, absolutely essential
to success., Kneel beside or astride
the patient’s hips, and with the balls
of the thuwmnbs resting on either side of
the pit of the stomach, let the fingers
fall inte the grooves between the short
ribs, 8o as to afford the best grasp ol
the waist, Now, using your knees as
a plvot, throw all your weight forward
on your hands, and at the same time
squeeze the waist between them, as If
you wished to force everything in the
chest upward out of the moutn; deep-
en the pressure while you can count
slowly one, two, three; then suddenly
let go with a flnal push, which spriogs
you back to your tirst kmeeling posi-

tion. Remain erect on your
knees while yon can ecount one,
two, three; then repeat the same

motions a8 before at a rate gradually
increasea from four or five to fifieen
times & minute, and continue this
movement with the same regularity
that is observable in the natural mo-
tiens of breathing which you are Imi-
tating. If natural breatning be not
restored after a trial of the bellows
movement for the space of three or
four minutes, then turn the patient a
second time on the stomach as directed
in rule 2, roling the body in the oppo-
site direction from that in which it was
first turned, for the purpose of freeing
the air passages from apy remaining
water. Continue the artificial res-
piration from one to four hours, or
until the patient breathes, according
to rule 3, and for awhile after the ap-
pearance of returning life carefuly aid
the first short gasps until (tce(!wncd
inte full breaths, Continue the drying
and rubbing, which should have been
unceasingly practiced from the begin-
ning by the assistants, taking care not
Lo interiere with the means employed
to produce brenthin@l:. Thus the hmbs
of the patient should be rubbed, al-
ways in an upward direction toward
the body, with firm grasping pressure

{and energy, using the bare hands, dry

flannels, or handkerchiefs, continuing
the blankets or over the dry clothing.
The warmth of the body can also be
E;umot,ed bﬂ the application of hot

nuels 1o the stomach and armpits,
bottles or bladders of hot water heated
bricks, etc,, to the llmbs and soles of
the feet,

Rule 4. After-treatment. As soon
a8 breathing 1s established, let the pa-
tient be 5trigpcd of all wet cloibing
wrapped in blankets only, put to bed
comfortably warm, but with a free
circulation of freshair,and left to per-
fect rest. Give whisky, or brandy and
hot water, In. doses of a teaspoonful
to a tablespoonful, according to the
weight of the patient, orother stimu-
lants at hand, every ten or fifteen min-
utes for the first hour, and as often
thereafter as may seem expedient, Af-
ter reaction is fully established, there
is great dapger of copgestion of the
lungs, and if perfectrestis not main-
tained for at least forty-eight hours, it
sometimes occurs that the patient is
selzed with great difficulty of breath-
ing, and death is liable to follow unless
immediate relief is afforded. In such
cases apply a la.rFe mastard plaster
over the breast. If the patient gasps
for breath before the mustard takes
effect, asslst the breathing by carefully
reﬁeatinlﬂ: ihe artificial respiration.

r. Labordette, the supervising
surgeon of the hospital of Lisieux, in
France, appears to have established
that the clinching of the jaws and the
semi-contraction of the fingers, which
have hitherto been considered signs of
death, are, in fact, evidences of re-
maining vitality. After numerous ex-
periments with apparently drowned ]
persons, and also with animals, he
concludes that these are only signs ac-
companyine the first stage of suffoca-
tion by drowning. the jaws and hands
becoming relaxed whem, death ensues,
The rigor mortis or muscular rigidity
of death comes later, after this tem-
porary relaxation. The mere clinchin
of the jaws and semi-contraction o
the hands must not be considered as
reasons for the discontinuance of ef-
forts to save life, but should serveas a
stimulent to vigorous and prolonged
efforts to quicken vitality. Persons
engaged in the task of resuscition are,
therefore, earnestly desired to take
hope and encouragement for the life of
the sufferer from the signs above re-
ferred to, and to continue their en-
deavors accordingly. 1lm a number of
cases Dr. Laborde restored to life
persons whose jaws were so firmly
clinched that, to aid respiration, their
teeth had to be forced apart with fron
instruments.

Bits and Cents.

The inexorable march of civilization
18 compelling the adoption of the
American cent on the Pacifle slope, It
is one of those strange bediellows with
which poverty acquaint us, Not many
{Iears a0, when a Californian visited
New York and a stage-driver handed
him half-a-dogen greasy coppers, he
WAas tempted Lo throw them outb of the
window. He could not conceive any
use to which tbhey could be put. Home
years ago a coosignment of coppers
was made from the Kast to this city,
but people wouldn't take them and
they drifted back whence toey came.
Now seversl leading retail dry goods
houses have huported a lot of them and
purpose to make exact change instead
of exacting 16 cents for a yard of cioth
advertised tor sale at 12 cents. They
will undoubtedly prove a couvenience
and an economy.

At present the nickel is the unit
value. Nothing is assumed to
worth less than a nickel. A cheap
cigar, a clay pipe, 8 box of matches, a
small paper of tobacco,a small piece
of common soap, & bunch of parsley,
an onion, a cabbage, a needle, a spool
of cheap thread, & sheet ot writing
paper, & pen, an envelope, a bootlace,
a paper of hairpins, each cost five
cents, In New York a housekeeper
#ouvs to market and buys a cent er Ltwo
cents’ worth of any number of vege-
tables, and gets as much as she would
get here for a nickle. Certain grocery
stores, especlally patrenized by the
poor, will sell you a cent’'s worth of
tea or coffee, or sugar, or salt, or pep-
per. In the markets a working girl
can buy two cents’ worth of beet, or
mutton, or pork. The dry goods deal-
ers have enormous counters on which
an ianfinite number of articles are dis-
Playud under a placard which states,
‘Your choice for 2 cents.” So in
Europe. A Frenchman will go out
with a franc piece and will-bring home
vegetable for soup, a fish, a ¢ op or
steak, and a pain de deur sous—and all
paid for in S-centime pieces. In the
country towns in England a lasborer's
wite in England can Eo great execution
with six penny pieces. It is sad to
think of California falling to the level
of these 0ld countries, but to this con-
dition we must come 4t last, and there
is one comfort—the poor man’s money
will go further than it did.

The *'hit" always was a fraud. One
could deal in things which cost two
bits, four bits or six bits, but when it
came to articles costing & bit or three
bits or five bits, either buyer or seller
was always cheated. If a buyer ten-
dered a dipe in payment of an article
marked ‘‘oaly a bit,” the seller sullen-
ly and frowningly acquiesces: if he
tendered a quarter in payment he got
only a dime in exchnnge. Three drinks
taken separately at a bit house cost
nearly as much as. four drinks if they
were taken simultaneously. It will be
a matter of rejoicing when the bit fol-
lowsihe York shilling into the museum
of antiquities.

When the cent becomes fairly natur-
alized here it will be curious te note

how many things which now command
a nickel can be solfi for a cent or two.
Who knows but the day may come
when the ferryboats will carry passen-
gers across the bay for a couple of
cents, while a coupie more will buy a
loaf of bread, and a fifth—the balance
of the nickel—will purchase a glass of
milk?—8. #, Chronicle.
