Nearly
all the timber in this neighborhood is
on the reservation, and during the late
severe winter farmers along tbe river
were obliged to cross on the ice for
their supply of fuel. Though elosely
watched, they were not interfered
with, but a tally was kept, and now
the deputy United States marshals and
other officials will reap a rich harvest
from all the arrests. The point at
which these farmers cut timber is 75
miles from the agency around Which
the Indians are collected.

TOE CONDEMNED.

Anareblata' Efforts la Bebaif of
Spice.

Chicago, April 10. A setback was
given to-d- ay to the friends of August
Spies, who have been endeavoring to
enlist the moral support of tbe Turn-
ers' here for him and his condemned
comrades: but the anarehist sympa-
thizers refused to acknowledge them-
selves defeated, and declare they will
carry their efforts before the highest
authority in the order and make the
issue one among the Turners. Spies
was a Turner, and a prominent one,
before bis incarceration. After tbe
death sentence was pronounced
against him aid his companions, a
friend of Spies, chairman John Gloy,andmembeisof the Turners execu-
tive board of the district,- - issued a cir-
cular to all subordinate Turner soci-
eties in this vicinity requesting them to
notify the board whether they favored
tbe adoption of a resolution declaring
tbe verdict against the anarchists un
just, and asking for a new trial. The
result was a

against the action of tbe board. Gloy
then Issued a letter warmly advocating
SHpport for Spies and this was followed
by angry demands for his resignation
and those of his fellow-membe- rs of
the board. To-da- y a district conven-
tion of tbe.Turners was held for the
purpose ofdeciding on tbe question of
Impeaching and deposing the executive
board, and especially John Gloy,
chairman, for overstepping hia author-
ity and disgracing his office. EveryTurner society within fifty miles of
Chicago was represented. Max Htern
