The Secretary
of War, to-da- y, transmitted to the
House of Representatives an elabor-
ate and highly interesting report,
prepared by Col. George II. Men--del- l,

of the United States engineer
corps, in response to Horace Davis'
resolution, calling for information as
to all the causes tending to diminish
the tidal area of the San Francisco
Bay and lessen the tidal scour on
the bar, and ;, thereby decrease the
depth' Of water upon said bar, and
diminish' the value of San Francis-
co as a commercial harbor. . Colonel
Mendell first specifies the natural
causes which are practically not sub-

ject to control. ; He , describes the
drainage system of the rivers empty-
ing into San Francisco Bay and
shows how the rapid fall of their
tribu taries and the violence of rains
favor the erasion and transportation
of earthy matter from the moun
tains and the steady . conversion of
marshes Into dry land. The present
extent of marshes in San Francisco
Bay, including Suisun and San Pa
blo Bays, is stated at 300 square
miles Mention is next made of the
similar tendencis of hydraulic min
iug, and the report then proceeds to
consider the artificial causes, such as
the construction of piers and Jetties,
and the utilization of the state
or., city, grants of submerged
lands. Referring to the piers
and training walls at Oakland,
Colonel Mendell says: The tendency
of these structures is to hold the ma-
terial deposited along the shore, and
therefore to concentrate ' In a small
area that which other wise, would
have been distributed over larger
areas.) The effect can never take
srreat dimensions. He reports in
regard to the apprehended shoaling
of the bar outside the entrance to
San Francisco bay, that a comparfi- -

son of the survey made in 1855 with
one made in 1873, bhows that the
bar has not retreated, and - that the
ilenth of water on the coast has not
been diminished. He therefore says
it is safe to state that the bar was as
good ha 1 873 as in 1855. No survey
has been,.made since 1873. After;
discussing features of the problem
suezested. Colonel Mendell eon- -.

eludes his reports as follows: The
foreeoinar description of ' the - bar de
monstrates that it k 'able to lose
a treat Dart of . its advantages and
yet remain an admirable channel
for commercial purposes.
