Is one striking inaccuracy iu this
heading, and that Is, that Joo Bush
Is a "Mormon marshal." Ho Is a
deputy United States marshal, and
much of his time for several years
has been spent in hunting for
"Mormons'' accused of (violating
the Edmunds law. and he Is one of
the class that has heretofore been
petted aud encouraged by the Den-

ver pajier. Now that they have
had au experience with him in
Colotado, here is what Is said of iU

"Deputy fnlted States Marshal
Bush of Utah has been guilty of
great djscourtesy to his brother
officials In Colorado. He made an
effort to violate a well knew n Law,
but was called down by Uncle Sam's
servants here. I n the Territory ol
Utah, as is well known, to disre-
gard customs established in tber
States is not considered a misde-
meanor. Theileiiuty marshals set
the example. Wiivuever they want
n man, It matters not where he is,
they go for him. It has been cus-
tomary for them to go up into Idaho
and arrest men there and take
then! to Utah. They were able to do
this with imiiuuity In a Territory
and thought they could do the same
iu au organized State. Mr. Bush
learned that he could not. The law
and the rule is that when individ-
uals are wanted iu a United States
court in another State or Territory,
the warrant is delivered to the mar-
shal of tho State In which the per-
son lives. This official makes Un-

arrest and it Is usually customary
for the prisoner to be brought tiefore
the nearest United States commis-
sioner and give bonds for his

at the place he Is wauled
at the appointed time. No requi-
sition papers are nntssary, but the
arrest Is not legal if made by the
marshal of a different district than
that for which he is appointed.

"Deputy Marshal Bush went
down to Trinidad a lew days ago
aud there arrested a man by the
name of John Hopkin. Having
done this, he was proceeding to take
him to Utah. Hopkin was wanted
for an alleged violation of the
Edmunds Mormon law Hid the
warrant fur his arrest had been
made out iu Utah. It looked as if
he was going to reach the line all
right, w hen he was intercepted by
telegrams from the offices of the
United States marshal and the
United States district attorney.
These commanded him to take

Uick to Trinidad or Pueblo,
as he might choose, and instructed
him to take him Ufore a United
States Commissioner." Bush did so
and lauded in Putblo with his man
Monday.
