Every numher of the Decorator and
Furnisher contains hints aud sugges-
tlons that are most valoable in both
the msthetical and practical depart-
menis of the home. The rage tor the
old-Isshioned, that can scarcely claim
ire sntique, is & recognized condition
of the femivine miod. 'I'bhis magazine
Lias the following suggestions for floor
coverings: S

“[tag Uarpets.—The passion for old-
time things has brought loto fasnion
tne home-made rag carpet, bul there
are more artistic ways of having it
woven than the everlastiog stripe. A
handsome carpet Is a sulid centerplece
of maroon. The warp shoul te
colored the same shade as the rags,and
all may be colored at home, if de-
girable for economy sake, with dia-
mond dyes; and to utilize both light
and dark rags, a very bandsome border
Is made of shaded red and orange
woven io the old-fashloned siripe
Another style is to have a very heavy
warp used, twice as thick as for ordi-
pary carpet; color it several desired
shades, This produces a very preuty
checked carpét, weaving In the rags in
stripes."”

There |8 scarcelyatown in which the
loom and a competent weaver cannol
be found, the faghion of silk ragcur-
talms haviog revived that Induastry.

Martting is a delightial covering for
the floor IA sommer.. It will mot al-
ways lie perfectly srmooth on the floor.
The followlng is offered as a remedy
for the bulging:

“If any ortion of the matling
stretches and raises in blisters after it
tsonce firmly down, the place should
be made quite wet, and allowed to dry.
The bhest wa¥ to do this Is to weta
large flannel cloth in very hot waler
and, while sllgbtly dripplog, Sprea(‘l
over the gpot, lettiog it remfain until
the raoshes and thresds are thoroughly
wet. -‘Whoen it 1s parly dry, lay a sheel
folded four equare over Lthe place, and

ut the lap-board, er amy smooth

ard, over:the cloth. If the room Is
dotneeded, 1t1s well to place a weight
on the board, and allow it to remaln
over night. ’I‘hls will, in most cases,
render the matiing perfec!ly smooth.
It shrinks the warp, and draws the
rushes down Ianto lace. Matting
may be cleaned with a cloth wet
in  salt and water, or clear
water only. It is sald that SOAp
turns it yellow, and some housekeep-
ers use weak soda water expressly for
this purpose. The rushes will turn to
a clear, pale yellow, which is often
very pretty, An old bedroom matting
was recently made to look very pretiy
by teariog loch-wide strips of blue and
white ticking lengthwise,foldlug them,
with the raw edges under, and tacking
them shout four inches apart over the
entire floor. This waa done with small
matting tacks, The effect was very
pretty. The room was hung with blue
and white, and was voted the prettiest
in the entire cotlage."

As
s0o0n as the mass has become so atiff
that the stirrer remains upright fo it,
transier it to anolher vesgsel, aud cover
it op, so that no skin may form on its
surface. The paste Is applied, In

thin layer, to the sur-
