'TDK UTAH BILL IN THK
. SENATK.

SPKECHpOF 8KXATOB BKOWX.

Mr. Brown. Mr. President, I agree
with the Senator from Alassaehusetts
that section 7 should be stricken off
this bill, and in that connection I wian
to say distinctly that I aut opposed ab-
solutely to female suffrage and would
under no circumstances vote for it In my
State, but I think it is a local institu-
tion that belonss to the different States
and Territories; and as it has been es-
tablished in Utah by a vote of the peo
ple of Utah. 1 would not vote to dis
turb It. i snail, nowever, vote ior tee
amendment of the Senator from Mis-
souri first, to see whether we can per-
fect this section. If the section is to
pass, then I say it ought to apply alike
to au places wnere me umwju Estates
have Jurisdiction. : If it is a proper
rule in Utaa, it ought to be in Wash-
ington or aiiv other Territory, or in the
District of Columbia. Therefore if we
are eoinf to nass a law of that charac
ter,! should want it to apply alike to
all, but I should be opposed to the
passage of any of it. Hence I shall
vote for the amendment of the Senator
from Missouri; and If it should suc-
ceed 1 shall then vote against the en-
tire section and leave tue question to
the local authorities to establish female
suffrage or as they think proper, i - ..

Then this is in open violation of the
principle lata down Dy tue supremeCourt of the United States. We tuuistia party for the offense of ' bisamy or

having, any of the other safeguardsthrown around him by the Constitution
of the United States. We punish htm,
how? The commission that we have
sent, to Utah has vresenbed a test-
oath Looking at the eighth section of
the Edmunds act. that which oisauall- -
nes a man to veteor hold ollice.iustead
of prosecuting those who are guilty
and getting ludement atrainst them and
naving ineui legally conviciea ana inen
disqualify loe: them, they did it by the
shorter and 1 suppose simpler process
of as test-oat- h, which thev tender to
every voter, and . if he does hot take it
they deny to him. the right to vote or
hold omee or noia any ox tne otner civu
positions provided against .. in the
eichth section of the act.
- Now. I submit with all due deference
that that la iff open violation of the
Constitution of the United States, it
is in open and palpable violation of the
constitution ot tue outre ui juassacuu-sett- s.

The constitution of the State of
Massachusetts- - Is very emphatic and
very positive tnat no one snail be pun
ished for any offense until he has been
convicted by due coarse ot law. 1
is the constitution of my own S tate and
1 presume? the constitution of every
State in the Union; and yet we violate
that principle openly and palpably.

case where the party practised tiolv'
pamy prioato the passage of the act of
1BU2 in the ease, of eslln, where he
practised polygamy four years before
the nassage of the act of 1862 bv mar
rying a second wife, add was afterward
divorced from that wife and had never
practiced polygamy since, the commis
sioners ruled that fie was ineligible to
vote , or hold ofiice because in he
had practised polygamy.How do you reconcile that with the
provision of the Constitution of the
United. States that there shall be no ex
post facta law? r i oa punish a man by
denying him the right to hold odce In
which he has a property and take his
office from him becaue he committed a
certain crime in 1808. You could not
convict him of the crime in any court
lathe world. - Why? Because at the
timeiie committed the crime there was
no law against it. In 1858 there was
no law in Utah, so far as. I am
advised or believe, against the practice
of polygamy. I know of none prior to
the passage of the act of Congress of
1862. Still, the commission take a
case four --years prior to that time
where the party was married and soon
after divorced front his wife, and was
so divorced long before the passage of
the act of 18U2, and they solemnly de-
cide that he cad neither vote nor hold
ofiice in the Territory because in ism
he did practice polygamy v - It is an
outrageous violation of every consti-
tutional principle. If you were to puthim on trial in court you could not
convict him. What right have you to
convict him. then, by a test oath and
take from him the right to vote or hold
ofiice or any other civil trust, because
at that time he committed this offence?
liowcan any Senator ever Justify it?

Then, again, there was the Jennings
case, where Mr. Jennings was twice
married soon after; the passage of the
act of lSCi, and one of his wives died
a few years afterward, and he has
since never practiced polygamy. He
as la the case of Neslen. had retrUter-it- l.

and on these facts being broughtbefore the commission they --

solemnlydecided that he; was ineligible and
could neither vote nor hold ottice be-
cause in 1So3, 1864, or at some periodabout that time, he had practiced poly-fam- y.

Wfcat court in the United
states could have entertained an accu-
sation against him for it! What court
could have convicted him and rendered
hSra ineligible to office on account of
it? Yt-- t thy hizh cocrt of ours there,tue oiiiy court that we have there, de-
cides solemnly that he can neither
vote cor hold oCke because at that
time he practiced polygamy. What
ripht have they to do it? It is an open,violation of every coasutqtioual prlactpie,I do not wish to take up any lare
portion - cf - time, however. I simply
want to prestut that view, for I intend
to move an amendment to that provi-
sion, and while I- - was on, the .floor I
preferred to say this much jftbout it
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
