Why do people generally hire labor?
It must be br cause can use it to
advantage, but why does nut the la-

borer lake that edvun age hitme.f or
hvrtell? To cut this queitmn abort
the abilily to hire labor, and the willing-
ness to be hired, have created the con-

ditions of master and servant; wi.tt h. to
excess, approach servitude, and w id
threaten the lite of any republic. MhJ
eru tenantry is a sysltm of hiring ad
kinds of labor, and at Ihe same time
furnishing Die hired laborers with houct
lo dwell iu, generally located near by
where the labor is done, ut or in the
neighborhood of large industrial estao
lishments. Hut this system is extended
also to collegiale.ecclcsiastu al as well as
to political, legislative and government-
al Insliluiions, which with lew excep-
tions are mute or lese detrimental lo
lueal republican commonwealths.

'1 his tendency is ecouomic industrial
leadership; lo create and uphold a sta-

tionary serving and luring system, in
moat Instances we hold is contrary lo
the spirit ol Ihe Constitution ol the
Lni'ed States; aud Its forced practice is
treachery to our Republic. Tradition-
ally it became a custom also to hue
ecclesiastical services in all kinds ol es-

tablishments where such devotions were
considered proper and necessary; show-
ing that voluntary services, free gratiut-ou- ,

were out of question in ihe puUic
dumain, even in tna ecclesiastical de-

partment; and it was and is not consid-
ered out of place eveu lo have rehgloui
ordinamea aud riles atlcuded to by
hired hands.

It may be insisted lhat our grand Re-

public can endure and ride over un-

scathed, all kinds of monarchical aud
degrading abuses; but nevertheless it is
held to a most serious political, legis-

lative and governmental mistake to hue
or engage public setvue under condi-
tions where it should be rendered lor a
grade ot reward which is considered
above money value. 'Ihe apparent and
approximate necessity for many kiuds
ol occupations in public service, to take
or receive wages, lo a great extent may
have us cause by laKr not being
ed; the dignity ol lahor not being
acknowledged in the slate as it ought to
be, li ol being put lontinually befoie the
people, wild an expression ot the dig
inly lhat must of necessity adhere to it
in a republic. In lai t the pcopte. arc
rather, at present, tiaiued (under

influence) lo indignity lahor.
Miould there not be a yearly celebration
which In an Intense manner, and with
ad possible exprisslou, should be piven
to the dignity ol laburt aa a state neces-
sity in republic?

In most instances, superior servants
ol the people could make their living by
honest labor, and enable them to setve
their country for no other emolument
than Ihe saiihlaciioti it gives to a patriot-
ic tllittd and disposition.

II uppioxiuuie servitude and iui con
coiuiiiilaiil aristocracy should, through
un ism u n of proper attention lo the
training, ea constant training of the
students in our schools, colleges acade
nnfb and university, tu pure democratic
rt put. l.c.iuisin, gain nscendency in our
Kc ublic, then lis das ol existence may
be counted.
