Utes, put on soldiers' clothes." They
demanded tbe return of their horses.
Major Leslie stated that the horses
would be given up if Colorow and the
two indicted indians were surrendered.
This tbey positively rejected, and tbe
powwow broke up. A courier with
dispatches comes on the road With a
change of horses.. Foot came through
on the trail. Tbe courier ought to be
in shortly. Foot says there were about
100 Indians in the tight, but during the
night and following morning they re-
ceived reinforcements and the coun-
try was alive with them.
