Dalton
died almost Instantly. All of the four
Wounds, he received were mortal ones.
Godwin, who is only 22 years of aee.
refuses to make any statement. The
cause of the tragedy was the scandal
ous Tumors circulated by Dalton and
his married sister about young Godwin.
uouwm is tne son oi joun n. uoawin,one of the most prominent cotton
factors of Memphis. Dalton was 25
years old and leaves a widowed
mother and two young sisters. He has
been absent from Memphis for three
months and only returned last Ftiday.

Jealousy and bis re
dnced circumstances, he went .to the
dive and shot the woman through the
head, lie then . shot himself through
the head, causing almost instant deatb.
The woman Is still alive, but will
probably die.
