The
couutry, tberefore, owes Do ordivary
dent of gratitude to Jobn Howard
Payue, who, if be did not write enough
to eutitls him to s recoguized place
amovg 'he authors of this class, hus at
lesnl kIveu us oue soug which Is alreavy
Leyouid the reach of cbhence or chavge—
8 household word sacred and secure.

If fame is o be estiuated by wide-
spresd popularity, we had ratber be the
au bor of “Howme, Sweet Home'' than
all the verses of ail the poets our land
bas Evowu from the earliest age to the
present hour. There is little in the
balisd when we subject it to oritical
aus/ysis, sud yetiu this very simplicity
is Lthe precious gem which bhas spatched
it from forgetfuluess, aod blended the
famuivdar HHues with the hollest associa-
tious of the freside. How curlous that
this humble duisy, this **wee, modest,
crimsou-tipped flower,” should grow
aud binssowm futo 1air renown, wheo so
mwauy wouarchs of the forest lie proune
ju the dust, unpoticed sod unkoowu!

The more hoportant facts of Payue's
life require but brief wmention. He wa
boru 1y New Yor , Jupe 9, 1792 aud at
au rurly nge mauifesied decided -llerary
aud dramstico talent, When only tbir-
tecu ) ears of age he conducted a small
periodical, called the Thespian Mirror,
which atirscted the stteutiovu of a gen-
tlewnu named Seamso, who genervus-
ly otfered to defray the expenses of his
eJucalion at Undoan Col

Pecuntsry difficuities which involved
his father forced him to leave this in-
stitution before the completion of his
studies, aud lu order to support his im-
poverished family. Payue went ppon
the stage, making his dedat ut the Park
Tuentre, Now York, February 24, 1809,
i the charseter of Young Norval. His
SUCCEss Waus 80 Uuwistakable that he
coutivned bis new pirofession, perform-
In the principal Esstern cities, and in
1513 weut to Eugland, where he receiv-
ed = curaial welcome, and became a
great populsr favorite. He rematined
abroad for vearly twenty years, lesdiog

a Bobemisn life, and figuring alternate-
ly as an actor, play right and man-
ager, gsiulug some reputation, but little
l.bonr-,.”

“Home, Sweet Home,”' was penned
in a garret of the Palais Royal, Parls,
wheu poor Payne was s0 utterly desti-
tute sud friendless that he Enew not
Where the nexs Jday's dinner was com-
lug from.

At appeared originally inadiminutive
opera calted “Clari, the Maid of Milan.”
The vpera is seldom seen or heard of
pow, but the soug grows Dearer and
dearer 10 us as the years roll away, for
“{t 1s pot of an age, but for all time.”
More thau vuve tbe unfortupate author,
wulRivg the louely streets of Londoun or
Paris nmiid the storm and darkneas,
buugry, houseless, and penniless, saw
the voeerful hight gleaming tnrough
the windows of bappy homes, acd heard
the music of bis owo sonyg drifllug out
upou tbe gloomy uight to mock the
wanderer's heart with visions of com-
fort aud joy, whose blessed reality was
forever deuted to him. ‘‘Home, Sweet
Howme,”” was wrilten by a homeless
man
. 1u,1832 Paype returned to this country,
aud slier pursuiog literary avocations
with iwditfereut suvcess for a few years,
was AQualiy appotated coorul at Tunis,
where be died Juue 5th, 1852. Oue pas
saye io his ill-starred oareer Linges it
with s bue of melancholy romance, and
wrbups «X plaios the secret of his rest-

"Maria Mayo, afterward Mrs. General
Beoth, was & queenly besuty in her
youthful days, w bose charars of person
aud of miud made ber the scknowledg-
ed belle of that venerable Btate, whose
0il hus been vo less prolificof fascinat-
ing women than of gallant men.

The homage of a
poet could hardly be other than flatter-
luog even to one whose shrine was wor-
shipped by scores of richer devotees,
auvd possibly be mistook the smiles she
gave bhim for the evideoce of reciprocat-
ed pas-ilony but, be this as it mway, the'
saue old, old story was enacted.
