Pie it ordained by
the City Councilor Salt Lake City,
that the Water-work- s constructed
by the Corporation to supply Salt
Lake City with water lrom Utty
Creek Canon, (dial 1 be designated
ami known as the Halt Iiako City
Water-work- s; they shall be the
proirty of eald city, and shall le
under the pole and exclusive con-
trol

0
of tho City Council, who maj'

from time to time direct tho con
struction of puch '.reservoirs, water
tanks, water mams, service pipes
and fire hydrants as the necessities
of the inhabitants of tho city may
require. The City Council shall
also appoint a Superintendent of
Water-work- s, an Assessor of Water
Hates, and such other oftlcers ns
may be necessary to carry on the
works. All oflicers so uprinted
shall hold otliee during the pleasure
of iaid Council.

SkC. iJ. The Supciiutenduul of
Water-work- s shall, under the direc
tion of tho City Council, hae
charge of tho reservoirs, water
tanks, water mains, ilro hydrants,
and all tho machinery and appur-
tenances appertaining to tho Water-
works. Ho shall have tho direc-
tion of the laying of water mains,
aud putting in of service pipes, and
the regulation of tho water supply
to tiro hydrants and to all con-
sumers.

Skc. 'J). Free access shall at all
ordinary hours be allowed to the
Superintendent or other authorized
persons to all places supplied with
water, to examine the apparatus,
tho amount used ami the manner
of using water, and any consumer
violating any of the rules and regu-
lations controlling the water supply
shall forfeit all payments made and
the right lo tho use of the water.

Skc, 121. '1 ho City Corporation
shall not bo held liablo for damage
to any consumer iy reason of
stoprajio or interruption of his
water supply, caused by scarcity of
water, accidents to the works or
mains, alterations, additions, re
pairs, or other unavoidable cause,
beyond a jro ratu reduction on his
license during such stoppage.

SlH'.2. No telegraph lvost. bitch
ing or other pent ahull bo put down
or set within four foot of any water
service pipe, nor within six feet of
any main pipe, except on a writ
ten permit lrom the Superintend
ent.

Six. herever the water
mains are laid, no persons shall be
allowed to convey the waters of
City Creek from any ditch or place
by private pipes for fountains, me
chanical or other purposes, except
the ordinary irrigation of lots,uuuer direction or the watermaster
nor shall said waters be hereafter
diverted from the ordinary irriga
tion uucues ior me supply or steam
boilers or other mechanism, and all
resolutions, ordinances aud permits
allowing any person to convey the
waters of City Creek, ox any part
thereof, from the ordinary ditches
by piies for any use er purpose
whatever, wherover the water
mains are laid, are hereby repeal
ed.

Skc. -- I. It shall be the duty of
tho Assessor of water rates to ascer
tain by measurement, or estimate,
as near as practicable, the amount
of water used by each water taker
and he shall make an equitable as
sessment thereon, based "upon the
rate of ten cents for each one thou
sand gallons; and no person shall
have the water conducted to their
premises without paying five dot
lars ler annum, it lliey consume
more than the worth of live dollars
they shall pay at the above men
tioned rates. Said assessment shall
be made for a term commencing
from the time the water is turned
on to tho premises and ending on
the 81st fay of ATarch, JS77, and
thoiioofort li viurtnly. Tl'o
sessor shall make prompt leturnsof
his doings to the City Recorder,
who shall charge to each person
the amount assessed against him,
which amount shall be payable on
demand aud bo collected and paid
into tho City Treasury In the same
manner as lice use fees are collected
and paid in.

Skc. 125. Any person violating
any of tho provisions of this ordin-
ance, where the penalty is not
herein otherwise provided, shall,
on conviction, be liable to a line
not exceeding fifty dollars for each
offense.

Sec. -- tj. Nothing heri?iu con-
tained shall prohibit the City
Council from amending, altering
or adding lo tha provisions of this
ordinance in lelation to the water
supply or the rules and regulations
which may be adopted In conform-
ity therewith; Vrovidcd, that no
alteration in water rates shall ap-
ply to any license issued or con-
tract made with a consumer under
this ordinance, until afler the ex-

piration of such license or contract.
Six. 7. All ordinances or parts

of ordinances conflicting with the
provisions of this ordinance are
hereby repealed.
