the 'telegraph . companies, . against
which Rufus Hatch asked an in
junction, had been finally accom- -

plwned, bo tnat it is not naeiy to be
disturbed by any legislative or judi-
cial action. It is a transaction com
pleted, on just and fair terms to all
concerned, as well as to the public,
and in compliance with law. It can
not be disturbed by legislation, and
as you will 6ea by the very able de
cision or Judge .Barrett, whicn; nas
been concurred in by the Attorney- -

General of the State, that the courts
affirm the absolute legality of all
that had been done. I am very glad
to have the opportunity to say, the
object of the consolidation was to
carry out a long cnerisnca plan or
developing in Jthe United States an
efficient system of cheap telegraphy
on agreatscale.both by sea and land.
When I was in Europe in 1879, I
Was , struck by seeing how much
more freely the telegraph was used
in ordinary private business there
than in this ot.untry. 1 This is espe
cially true of Switzerland. Of course
the distances vo ue covereu in mis
country are so enormous and the
population so sparse that we cannot
for some time to come expect to we
the work of covering the whole
country with a telegraphic system
done as cheaply nere as in a nine
country like Switzerland, but I am
sure under one system wnnoui con
flicting interests to laok' alter, and
with' the exreuses or only one or
ganization instead of three or four to
ue met, sucn economies can ue in-
troduced into American telegraphy
that the rates to press and public
can be gradually and systematically
cheapened without impairing !the
efficiency of the service. f
