BRIDGEWATER, Burk Co.,

North Carolina, Nov. 11, 1880.
Editor Deseret News:
During the past summer we have
been busily engaged in our mission-
ary work ampng the people of the
old north State, and our labors are
resulting in the gospel being preach-
ed to many who ap to be in
almost total darkness concerning the
same.

We have made many friends to
the truth in our travels, which have
been somewhat extensive, having
travelled.in twenty-one counties of
North Carolina, and five in Virgin-
in. Our labers have been chiefly in
the central amd northern sections of
western North Carolina and the ad-
joijning counties of Virginia.

n our travels among strangers we
seldom find difficulty in obtaining a
hearing in a village or town when it
ix destitute of its hireling ministers,
but when they return, those
us aml listen to
our message are severely chastised
and jeered at for their Christian like
conduct in fulfilling the mandates of
thelr holy velume.

1t dves seem that all the opposi-
tion to the gospel and its advocates
originates with the same class that it
did formerly, but we feel contented,
after having performed our duty, in
allowing them Lo fill up the measure
of their fatlwers, as a witness against
themselves that they are the chil-
dren of those who persecuted the
former-day =aints,

Islder Barlow and I have jusl ar-
rived in Burk from Surry County,
in which loeality T have been Iabor-
ing sinee our July conference in con-
nection with IZlders Taylor, Hill and
Fife. Jlders Taylor and Fife have
been released to return home, but
our ranks are strengthened by the
arrival of EFlders DBarlow, lLaker,
Passey and Eldredge, who left Utah
on the 12th ult,, and arrived in
North (‘arolinn i goml health and
spirits, though somewhat fatigued.
The last three named brethren will
labor with Elder . 1%, Hill in the
Surry district.

In Burk Countly we find the Saints
enjoying themselves, but during our
absence the evil one has not been
idle, neither have his willing dupes
neglected the purpose of their call-
ine, and although they have suc-
ceeded in trampling down the weak
faith of rgome of the faint-hearted, a
few are earnesily contending for the
truth, which is gaining ground, and
will yet yield an abundant bar-
vest.

The efforts of the Saints in getting
their relatives and friends to read
the pamphilets and books we leave
them are very commendable, but
the progress of the work is some-
what retarded for want of more such
reading maltter. The mass of the
peopleare unahle to purehase them,
ns it is generally as much as they
lean do to obtain subsistence. )

If the Saints in UTtah “would write
their friends in the south encourag-
ing letters, and send them, if no-
thing more, a paper containing a
sermon oceasionally, a vast amount
of good would be accomplished.

ILast spring we made a trip into
Gaston County, where we were the
tobjects of much cuariosily, being the
first of our elders to visit them, and
although looked upon with con-
tempt, many came Lo hear us, and
returned with somewhat different
ideas regarding the “Mormons,”
and now they are -calling for us to
return, and some of them say they
are conmling to sce us if we do not go
there, which is a distance of sixty
miles from our present field of labor.

During the course of our travels
we unexpectedly found several who
had been baptized some years since
in Buncumb County, near Fairview,
bul bad not been visited by the el-
ders sineo, wnd being not very well
versed in the Gospel principles had
Lecome rather lukewarm, and were
being led astray Ly some preachers
of the Restorationists persuasion, a
branch of the Second Adventists;
their principles somewhat resemble
the Gospel, and possibly more so
than any of the other secis. These
men came after our elders had left,
boldly advoeating their doctrines and
defying all the sectarians, as they
call them, to compare with them
their prineiples.  They met with
some opposition but none would meet
them either in public or private dis-
cussijon, until they were considered
Ly many as great champions. How-
ever we attended their meeting, and
after closing they offered us the
privilege of preaching to them,which
we gladly accepted. At the close ef
which a lively discdssion ensued
for a time, bul they soon sought
