FOREIGN.

; Preparing for Pork,
I"Mna, 18,—~In the Chamber of
witles the government Introduced
a u‘u preseribing regulations for the
admission of foreign. pork. It pro-
vides that prk must be accom-
rn.niad by oertiﬂoaus attesting that
has beeu pro and is
of the descriptio Imown as “fully
cured.” The certlfimles are to be
issued at the place of the origin of
the pork, by loenl licensed experts,
and certified to by the French con-
sular agents, Impcrters will also be
required to declare, when ying
iniporf duty, that the meat is per
fectly presuorved. The impo tation
of uncooked chopped meats, such as
sausage, remains sbeolutely rohib-
ited. Violation of these regu
is punishable by imprisonment l'rom
two to six months, and a fine of
from 100 te 500 francs,
