FURTHER EXPLORATIONS IN THE FROZ-

When the name Alaska is mentioned
the visiorn of that Territory that usu-
ally springs ng in the mind represents
a tract of land covered with snow and
mountains of ice, but which is too
limited in extent and too much under
the domain of the freost-king to be
worthy of any special interest to those
whose avocation does not call them in
that direction. Yet whaling, sealing,
gold digging, coal mining, etc., in that
region have proved a source of consid-
erable profit to the nation, while the
vast area of country that is doomed to
;)er etual winter, affords an extensive
ield for uclentil‘c exploration in its
many rivers, navigable for hundreds of
miles, its large and beautiful lakes, its
broad valleys and ils towering peaks,
on which the frost and snow upflinch-
ingly retain their icy grasp.

he United States steamer Iear has
just arrived (Oect. 15) In Ban Francisco,
having picked up the members of the
Stoney exploring expedition. The Bear
went 1n gearch of the lost whajer
Amethyst, starting ont on June 1st,
1886, but returned without having
